8o sayns Joseph Pennell, artiat of world
note, and dean of American lithograph-
erm,

Mr. Pennell, In an interview, spoke
of this country’'s pressing need for a
governmental agency to foster art in
the United States that would correspond
to the ministry of fine arta In France

"France," sald Mr. Pennell, “has had
such a miniatry for 200 years, Other
forelgn countries have It. Germany had
it before the war, and one of the (Rrman
Government's first acts after It was re-
constituted following the signing of the
armistice wan to set up & new ministiry
of fine arta |

“(Jermany regarda art as a valuable |
ratlonal asset. Eo do the other nationa
of Furope. There are only two greut
eountries without a ministry of fine|
arte—Engiand and the United States,
And England would have had It except
for the war. «

“Though the Engllsh had no ministry

of fine arts, English artists did eplendid  presses

work during tha war, under direction of
their committes on publie information. |
In England this committee was run by |
peopls who knew thelr business—not s
ours was by a lot of amateurs afraid
to call thelr souls thelr own.

France Did Splendid Work

“The artista of France did splendld
worlk In the war, too. Both France and
England have sent um fine exhibitlons
of war art. ‘The English have had & |
better show in New York than we could |
get In the entire country of the work |
of American artists

“France and England have done more
for the ndvancement of American art
during the war period than the United
Staten,

“American war posters were not of ans
high a standard as those produced
abroad. The artist here, moreover, has
proved himself in many ways a fool
Tha American artist gave his services
for nothing : tha lithographer, the printer
and the bill sticker who put his wori
hefore the public were pald well for
thelr servioes. In England the artist
was pald for his work., In France the
government had a lot of highiy trained
men to draw on for war art. The gov- |
ernment told the artists what to do, and
they did it

“The difference between this country
and England and France {s that our
allles had trained artists and craftsmen
to do the work which waas necessary to
keep the needs of the war befors the
publlc. They knew thelr business. They
were trained in excellent schools

“France and Ingland have
schools, Germany has them,
countries have them,

Only One Rechool Here

“In the United Stntes thers ia only
one such school, the Ohio Mechanics' In-
stitute. Of the hundreds of artists whoe
were called upon here to do war-poster
work only a handful had the technlceal
training necessary for tha worl. And
this handful got their nchooling abroad,

“Hefore the war Germany had nu-
merous men tralned In the technical
slde of thia work. They made school
posters and placards beyond counting.
They were spread thick all over Cer-
many. This country was inundated with
them. The Germans could make posters
of this sort—fine work, the very best—
and afford to sell them In the United
Htates nt Afty cents aplece, Posters
made here of anything ltke the same
qyality would have to seil for §6.
