A few das
later I read a letter from one of your cor-
respondents protesting against the very thing
that Mr. HtnKowskl had appealed for, and in
the course of his remarks, he took occasion to
call this nno musician n "Sluslcal Bolshe-
vist." Your correspondent Is clearly one of
that large section of the Philadelphia
musical public which has been burled with
the dead past and whom Sir. Stokowskl. with
admirable patience and tact Is trjlng to
exhume.

It Is a commonplace to say that each nge
has Its own artistic tone as well as Its own
philosophy and government, and the art,
philosophy and government of one epoch can
never completely satisfy onother. So It la

utter their convictions We are modern. peo-
ple; let us understand modern composers
Nor need we feftr for the great masters To
ndmlre Debussy nnd Stravinsky the more
does not mean to admire Bach, Bee'hoven
and Brahms the leRs.

Interpret our own times to us. If we cannot
comprehend them. If we think them caco-
phonous then It behooves us to "sit at tho
feet" of such artists as Mr. Stokowskl until
It Is borne In, upon us that In them Is the
present and the future.

As for your correspondent who called the
leader or one or me greatest orcnrairun in
America a "Stuslcal Bolshevist," he Is. a
musical ostrich with his head burled In the
desert sands of the "classical composers" and
his tail feathers waving In tho wlndAof the
great movements as they pass over him.

Sir The questions are Shall the mud
blockade of Philadelphia be raised? Shall
there be an embargo against, heavy trucks In
the state? Shall road money fly faster and
further than road dirt?

Four jears ago, when a new Governor was
Installed In omcc, wo were glvesi to under-
stand that good road building In the stato
would be undertaken and pushed. At that
time there wan not. a good road between tho
two rivers extending northeast, north or
northwest from Philadelphia; there Is none
now "

Another Governor has been Inaugurated
and we are promised that something worth
while shall be done In the waj'of road build-In-

not only In the neighborhood of Phila-
delphia, but throughout the state. During
the life of the new administration 180,000,-00- 0

will be available for the roads, 120,000,-00- 0

a j ear.
The Brumbaugh administration had only

a plcajune sum at its disposal and perhaps
did as well as could be expected, considering
the patching which had to be done upon state
roads previously built. Now with plenty ofmoney to spend, If Governor Sproul does not
make good the people will be grievously dis-
appointed and will want to know why Even
before the new Governor was Inaugurated he
was Interviewed on the subject, and we were
lhformed that dirt would soon fly to good
purpose.

But one thing the Governor said Is dis-
quieting: That he would not build roads for
heavy trucks Heavy trucks muBt not pass
through our state on account of the damage
they would do to the road beds n was thus
evident that the Governor did not know, at
that time, much about road building or what
the requirements arp,' or he would not have
entertained or given utterance to such opin-
ion. He,dtd not apparently know that heavy
trucks wth broad tlrcV going at tho usual
rate' of ten miles an hour are not as destruc-
tive of road beds that are properly built as
heavy llmquslhes or "Tin LUzles" tearing
along thjrty or forty miles an hour. Any
leading stae road from county seat to coun-
ty seat-an- In and out of great cities, built
as It should be built, will be Improved, rather
than j damaged, hy the passage of a heavy
truck. Any road inadequate for this jjur-pos- e,

whether the trucks run on It or not,
will In a few become an object of
scorn. t

Nearly all of the roads the state has built
have speedily gone to rack. It has not paid,
and never will pay.".. to build such roads.
If we are to have a continuance of the past
policy ot road building, the people of the state
are, going to be greatly disappointed, for after
the.110,000,000 shall have been spent, we will
have roads that will make the taxpajers
squirm, for jears to keep In repair. No, Gov-
ernor, we want roads that will stand any wjrt
of vehicle, light or heavy, going alow or
speeding, and such as. will defy the assaults
of Jack Frost nor yjed to'tjie lapse of lime
Whatever Is worth doing at all Is worth do-
ing well.

It Is dlsgraceful-thataungTe- at city should
be shut In, and shutioUt because of the hor-
rible conditions of the roads. Now consider
the- York road," thet Limekiln, Doylestown,
Bethlehem and Reading pikes, what do we
see? Most abominable roads that ought to
make the builders responsible for them, and
the people of this city who, submit to them,
blu;i for shame.

We need to facilitate .the coming of farmers
with their products from Berks, Northamp-
ton, Lehigh, Bucks, Montgomery and upper
Chester Counties, and Hunterdon County,
New Joreej", and to give our merchants and
manufacturers easy access to all rural
populations within 100 miles of our City
Hall.

Therefore, the Idea that Governor Sproul
seemed to have had before he assumed office,
that heavy trucks must not travel over our
state hlghwa)s,.la not one that gives much
promise of anything but rotten roads, such
as we ha,e not only near Philadelphia but
throughout the state. It is too soon to con-
demn the Sproul administration and the
Highway Department, but It Is the right time
to say what we need arid what we expect
from them. This is not meatit to be, and Is
not. an essential criticism, but simply a
friendly admonition, and the expression of a
hooe that Governor Sproul will rise to the
