Ar n composltion “Giamonda™ cannot be
wholly praised and by no means condemned.
There are many very beautiful places in the
opera, or rather lyrie drama, and it ia full
of meloly, but this melody lies far more in

the eorchesira than in the vocal parts [
Fevrier wan not afrald te write a free
melody, and one of the finest of the many

he has introduced in for the orchesira alone
At the beginning of the third act - This
charming little tune for stringa alens and
harp hud to be repeated. Tt afterward ap.
pears in slightly medified form at the
close of the ballet.

The opera as n whole does not give the
impression of a modern French work. 1t s
frankly Wagnerian in (te construction, in tha
uke of the leit-motif, whicli, however, in not
carried out in the strict Wagnerian man-
ner in its orchestration, and, above all, in
ita general atmoaphere. e has not drawn
on Wagner or any one else, for that matter,
for thematic material, as this all seems to
be highly originul, but, nevertheless, ths gen.

eral Impreasion s that ths composer hans
been strongly influenced by the immorial
Richard.

Harmonically, Fevrisr
greatly affected by modern French tenden-
cien, and there is little of Cesar Franck's
influence shown and none at all of Debuswsy.
Tha orchestration. which is one of the
Kirongeat points of the work, being exceed-
ingly rich and beautiful not only in massed
effects, but alse in the use of the solo iIn-
atruments, is alse Wagnerian rather than
French in miyle. It is an opera of musical
ansertion and not of atmosphers, as the
modern French munsic drama is apt to be,
eapecially since “Pellean’”

On the other hand, many of the scenes
nro far longer than the musical and dra-
matlo content will sustain. This is especially
the cise ot the beginning or rather in the
whole first half of the second act. The last
half is very lovely munically, but it cannot
be denied that the firat half dragged pain-
fully and would be improved by judicious
cutting. 1t can scarcely be called an opera
of notion, and this has, not been taken into
nocount by the composer in the length of
some of the mituntions. especially those which
are_ sheer dialogue., Orchestral color, how-
ever rich., will not, unalded. sustain the aut-
tenition of an audience through fifteen or
twenty minutes of semirecitative, and there
i# a greal amount of this in the almost four
hours that it takes to produce the work,

The opera was well sung, well acted and
staged” to perfection. Miss Garden was the
star, but she was ably assisted by Mr. Fon-
tajne as Almerio, Mr. Maguenat as Ziae-
carin, Mr. Huberdeau as Gregoras, Mr
Nicelay ns the Bishop and. in fact, avery
member of the large cast. Miss Garden was
not in enpecinlly good volee at the beginning
of the opera, but her voice cleured up at the
opening of the second met and remained
clear and resonant to the end. Mr, Fontaine
and the oth®r mals members of tha cast
were in fine volce throughout the work.

“Glamonda' {s essentially an opera of
ensembls In the seuse that the melodien lis
in the orchestra rather than in the voles
parts, and therefore purely melodie epi-
nodes are rare. . The mostk beautiful parta
were the close of the second acl, the great
scene between Gismonda and Almerio. »n
really exquinsite bit of composition an well
aa of orcheatrdtion, and the unaccompanied
chorus in the church acens in the last scene
of the last act, which forms the bhackground
for an effective solo for the prima donna
Miss Garden's part dramntically was strong
and gave her ample oppartunity fer the
exercise of her very remarkable and artistic
neting.

Mr. Campanini's conducting was & master4
piece. At ull times he Kept the huge orchens-
tra in just tha proper relation to the voloas,
and It was never allowed to intrude unduly,
although the tremendous part which the. or-
cheatrn plays In the melodic scheme of the
work as well as in the color and descriptive
treatment was brought out to ths utmoat
The classic dances at the beginning of tha
third act were dellghtful both In conception
and in execution,
