Meeting Arranged for March 26
Following Success of Big Con-
ference in New York

The success of the internntional conference
in New York on the Rehabilitation, of the
Disabled hag proved so greal that & tour
of the United States and Canadia has been
arranged by the Red Cross Institutes for
Crippled and Disabled Men.

The party, which will Include offlelal rep-
resentativea from all the Allled countries will
viglt Philadelphia March 26 to attend a
meetllng at the Bellevue-Stratford Hotel
under the ausplees of the Southenstern Chap-
ter of the Red Cross.

A feature of the mesting will be the first
Ameriean showlng of motlon pletures of
French soldiers restored to useful worlk, Ital-
lan wor cripples belng retralned In trade
schonls and disubled Canadian soldiers over-

coming thelr handicaps in Canadian dchools
of re-education.

Blinded Soldier to Speak

Among the spenkers will be Captain Edwin
Baker, battle-blinded Canadian soldier, win-
ner of the Croix de Guerre. Captain Baker
fa In charge of Canada’s work for blinded
soldiers and is giving the benefits of his
experience ns a student In Bt. Dunstan's
Hostel for the Blind, England, to those of
his countrymen who have lost thelr sight.

Another gpeaker will be Michael J, Dowl-
ing, of Olivia, Minnesota. My, Dowling ob-
jects to being called a “cripple,” for although
Ls wears two artificial legs, an artifcial
arm and {8 minus the fingers of his right
hand, he Is a highly succeasful man—n
power In business and political aoctivities.
He enjoys roller skating and dancing and
drives his own motorcar.
