She
Avns made iircclddit in 1S'14 on the death
of Mrs, .1 Dundas l.ipnlwott, who
was the third president, nnd has faith-
fully performed the duties of that office
nnd guided the little ship through many
n Morm until the club is n leading or-
ganization in the city.

You know the Acoin Club was started
in 18S11 in a little roum on I'ino street
near Sixteenth, by ten joiing women,
among them Miss Jennie Clark, who
afterward man led Mr. William (SrniA
and who died Mime jears ngo; Miss
Katherine Shippen, later "Mrs. Cred
Packard, Snl'le and Adeline Piber,
hmma Lovvber. Florence Siblc, Emilj
Tllddle, Alice Lippiucott, who was Mrs.
Dundas Linnincott, .lullu lildille. who
was Mrs. Thomas Kiddle, nnd Iierthu
Anderson Clark,

The club grew to n membership of
forty and had in its ranks then only
four married women, Mrs. Thomas A.
Blddle, Mrs. Dundas Lipplncott, Mrs.
1'dgar Thomson and Mrs. Stevenson.

For tbe first party tbev enve they
bought, lamps which smoked, I liuve
been told, and they also bought the cups
nnd saucers. Hut they invited their
guests to bring their own spoons. So
you know it wns some pnrtj. And ut
that time the club was named "The
Acorn," as some of the even
then perceived the "great oak" in the
distance, into which the club de eloped.

Mrs. Thomas Hirld'e wns the t

president, nnd later Mrs. Wayne Mac-Veag- h

wns elected, but she remained
in office only a few months, During
that time the club moved from the Pine
street room to the house liiO-- Wnluut.
There they remained a year; itnil then
ncross the street they went to 1424
Walnut, but that time they required
ihorajlhan a "handsom" in which to
Jnove their .Lares and Penntes. 1 or
that's" till they needed and had for t

moving.
When Mrs. MacVeagh resigned Mrs.

Dundarf Lipplncott was made presi-
dent "und she remained v until her
death, -- in .JR94. At that time Mrs.
Isaac Wister was vice president and
was not nble to take over the respon-
sibility of president nnd Mrs. Stevenson
was elected.

Some of the older members who were
among the first tell a love'y storv of
the day when Mrs. Stevenson nnd Mrs
Wister went to see the landlord of 1424
Walnut street to nsk for repairs to the
rlubbouse. Their demands w ere refused
nnd when thev left Mrs. Stevenson

wrothy that she made up her
mind the Acorn Club should not lmvv
such humiliations to undergo ngnln. So,
though- - three banks: offered to linanoe
tliem, 'tjiesc. women undertook to bu.v
tho present property at 1(118 Walnut
street nnd to fashion the clubhouse
themselves, and they did it.'

Later they bought the adjoining house
nnd we have the Acorn Club as it stands
today a real, honest-to-goodne- club-
house for women.

Not a club just for current events or
for special studv of any kind, but a
real women's club, where one may stay
overnight if necessnry to be in town;
where one mny lunch or dine or break-
fast at will. Where one may rest or
write or read, or even, as when the
"flu was so bad last jear, drop in
from one's duties as nurse and tnkc a
bath before going out of town.

It's a wondeiful club nud much of
its success is due to Mrs. Stevenson
and to the able vice president, Mrs.
Alexander J. tjastatt, who became vice
president on the death of Mrs. Wister
in 1807, and who leaves office today,
together with Mrs. Stevenson and Mrs.
Louis Madeira, who has been treas-
urer ever since the death of her cousin,
Mrs. Willie Grant.

Mrs. Stevenson gave a lunch today
nt the club in honor of the retiring
officers, the incoming officers, the gov-
ernors and the nominating cotnmittec.' She was mot charming in her faie-."we- ll
