With hundreds of skulls, scores of
| implements and pieces of elothing which
i beloanged to prehistorie inhabitanta of
the Arctie regions, Dr, A, B. Van
Valin, field expert of the University of |
Mennsylvanin, hee arelved in Sealtle,
nfler two years In Arctic regions, and
4 on his way ncross the nnnHru-nt to
this city,

Ooctor Yan Valin discovered a villnge
of eighty persons buried under three
fert of ice and earth near Barrow,
farthest north poigt of civilization in
Mnska 1t s believed that he brought
with him bodies of some of them pre-
wrved for thonsands of years by the lce.

“T am not privileged to discuss my
find at length,'* snid Doctor Van Valia,
when interviewed In Seattle. ‘I am
lomd by the Univeraity to remain =i-
