home, :

Prosecutor Medrow believes the son,
who, he says, had deserted from the
army in December, 1017, entered the
rnom of his mother and sistog, beliey-
ing his father slept there. When he was
discovered, the prosecutor believes, the
maother attempted to prevent his escape,
and the shooting followed,

Immediately following the murder,
which oceurred at o'clock in the
rmorning, Charles Sabor, the husbamd
was arrested.
