Arturo Tosganini, one of the greatest
of present-day conductors, gave a mem-
arable concert at the Academy of Musie
yesterday afternoon with the members of
Ia Beala Orcbestra, at the head of
whom he is now making a tour of this
(‘Olll".l".

Mr, Toscanini {8 one of the few con-
ductors who are equally effective alther
in the oporn or in n am of abso-
lute music, and one o‘ the even gmaller
number of conductors of hia nationality
who understand the importance of inter-
preting the architectural beauties of a
symphony and its relation to the emo-
tiongl content. Hix program was ex-
ceadingly diversified, but the maestro
was equally familine with each of the
five different idlomn —mﬁlnrﬂi by the
composers reprosented, This was one of
the most amazing features of the con-
cert and It wns nlmost imposaible to
say which of the five works wan the
best done, Te opened with the A-minor
concerto for strings of Vivaldi, n compo-
sition familinr to Philadelphia andiences
and one which, in point of age, consid-.
mhtf antedates Sebastinn Bach, Writ.
ten in strict contrapuntal style, Mr,
Toscaninl interpreted it with fuW regard
for the formal manner in whit‘hTt
written.

This was followed by the Beethoven

of which the conduc took considernble
latitude in the mutter of the tempi, but
gave n thoronghly satiafactory reading.
There were severnl points in which he
departed from the traditionnl interpre-
tation,
