SOVIETS RELEASE U. S. GIRL

Was Held In Russia aa Spy-- and
Attempt to Bribe

Baltimore, Jan. 21. (By A. I'.)
Mrs. Marguerite E. Harrison, of Bal-

timore, newspaper correspondent Im-

prisoned as n spy by the Bolshevik! at
Moscow, has been released, according
to a letter received yesterday by Dr.
Hugh II. Young, from the secretary of
Lord Bcavorbrook, owner of the Dally
Express, of London. .

Assurances that Mrs. Harrison had
been released were sent Lord Beaver-broo- k

by M. Krassln, former Bolshovik
minister of trade to England, who hat
returned to Russia.

Mrs. Harrison entered RusbIq about
eleven monthn ago. Soon after reaching
Moscow she was imprisoned for a 'while,
but was released oral for a time was

at! being In high favor with the
Bolshcvlkl.

Her efforts to leave tlio country,
however, were frustrated and she was
again arrested on October 24 and Im-
prisoned on a charge of having tried
to bribe her way out of Russia. Later
an ofllclnl declaration charged her with
being a Hpy for the American State De
partment.
