Washington, Feb. 23,—The army ap-
propriation bill as amended by a Senate
military subcommiittee to provide for
an average regular army of 175,000
men next year, was approved today by
the full committee and ordered reported
to the Senate,

The measure carries n total of $362,-
214,800, an  increase of more than
21,000,000 overgthe House total,  In.
ereanes in appropriations included $4,-
TG00 for the National Guard. $3,-
ROOMM  far  the air  serviee  and
£1.500,000 for voentional teaining, The
only considerable decrease in any House
item wan $1,250,000 for the Ordnange
Nurean,
