It Is snid
that the Allien ore also united regarding
communicating the results nf the con-
ference officially to the United Stntcn.

Tho Daily Telegraph declared in nn
editorial today there was nn intention
on the part nf Gie.it Rritoln to ruin or
devnstnie German territory.

"The nccupntlon of the Ruhr dis-
trict," the newspaper continued, "will
be a debt -- collecting expedition on an
unprecedented scale. It is with this
purpose in view that it will be organ-
ized und planned."

Rlshop Garland, in his address, called

"It Is proper for us to give atten-
tion to the question of religious educa-

tion," be said. "It has been too long
neglected, but we must not forget Hint
we dioulil nlso hnve something to sny

about conditions In our public schools.
