sentenced to one day.in the city prison
and fined 8100 in mugistrate’s court for
nutomobile speeding.

It was Ruth's second appearance in
court here within the last lE-w weeks on
charges of speeding. At his first trial,
when he escaped with a nominal fine,
he, promised to be good and observe the
laws. Six dayas ago, however, he was
caught speeding on Riverside Drive and
arrested.

Babe Loses Temper

disposition when he heard Magistrate
House pronounce the jail sentence. He
had come to court prepared to pay a
heavy fine and had peeled off a $100
bill from a roll to close the finaneclal
end of h# sentence,

Then he was led from the eourtroom
by u keeper to begin serving his time.
Officially his day in jail ends at 4
o'clock this afternoon.

Asked if he expected to play today
against Cleveland, the worried ball
player replied:

“How can 17"

Then, after reflecting for a moment,
he brightened up and said:

**“Well, I may play half of the game."’

Babe plainly was disgusted with the
world in general and courts in partie-
ular when he was taken to a small
ante-room, near the court, which
served ah his  ‘‘cell.’” He grunted
answers to the customary questions
asked by the police officers and sub-
mitted to finger printing with bad
grace.

The formality in such cases over, he
sat down nnd tried to rend a news-
paper. ‘The sporting page didn't in-
terest him at all. Finally he crumpled
the paper nnd threw it on the floor.
Then he surveyed other unfortunates,
including some truck drivers, sentenced

to jall.
Friends Missing

After a while he asked permission to
telephone to some of his friends to see
what 2ould be done about obtaining his
release, He could not rench them, and
he displnyed more bad temper,

Even smoking did not interest him.
He spent a good deal of the time look-
ing at his wateh and figuring how soon
4 o'clock would ecome around. Oeca-
slonally he gazed out of a window ut
the sky and remarked that it was a
good day for the game,

In senteneing Ruth the Magistrate
said :

“I've been sending many chauffeurs
to jail for from five to fifteeen days as
well as fining them. 1 realize some
chauffeurs are earning about §25 or 230
a week and have families dependent on
thelr support. Therefore, it does not
seem fair to allow prominent merchants
or soclety men or an outstanding figure
in the sporting world as you are to
come Into the court amd be given a

small fine and go away.

BODY IS RECOVERED

Felix Kenkkun. twenty-four years
old, 8 Rudolph row, West Manayunk,
was drowned while his mother watched
from a distance, not knowing it was
her son, when he jumped into the
Schuylkill to save a boy he thought was
golng down,

Kenzkun ran to the river bank and
Jumped ip in spite of the fact he did
not know how to swim. The boy he
pave his life to save, the little son of
a neighbor, had called for lneir a8 u
joke, the police say, and paddied out
of the water as the victim dived in
headlong.

Kenskun was standing at the door of
hie dwelling, near the river, at 11
o'clock, His mother, Mrs. Sarah Kenz-
kun, was at work across the river, in
Adams  Mill, near the Manayunk
Bridge. She was standing near her
loom, on the fourth floor, and gazing
out the window,

Hears Child’s Shriek

The young man heard a thin, childish
volce shricking for help from the river,
"Help, help, I'm drowning.'" came the
voice, ‘‘save me, save me.'’

Kenzkun could not swim, though he
had lived most of his life so near the
river that when the floods of spring
came they Howed over his doorstep naw
and then. But he had plenty of cour-
nge.

He ram to the river bank, taking off
his_clothes as he ran. He dived head-
lofig into deep water, as he did so u
neighbor's boy padiled out of the shal-
lows and regained the bank. It wax
he, according to the police, who hLad
shrieked for help.

Mother Horrifled

Kenzkun's mother was a horrified
witness of what was taking place from
her window high above the river on the
opposite bank of the stroam. The dis-
tance was too grent to see that it was
ler son. All she could see, und the
others who gathered with her at the
windows, horrified, was that a young
man was struggling for his life in the
water and going down time after time.

Speetatory on the Manayunk bridge
alko witnessed Kenszkun's death strug-

1Ir'. They were powerless to aid him.
Iis head finally diu}ppvurwl for the
last time. ’

At that moment some one ran up to
the mill andtold Mrs. Kenzkun it was
her son. The mother hurried acro:s the
bridge and began to weep at the river
bank, pacing up and down und watching
viinly for the body to reappear,

Hergeant Robertson and Patrolman
Di Bowa, of the Lower Merlon foree,
recovered the body after an hour's
seurch.
