CROWDS AND. THE INCOME TAX
AND THE DAYS OF RECKONING

A Revenue System That ls Cumbersome,
Costly and a Trial to the
Country's Patlence

HERE do they come from, those mar-

velously  efficient. bland and  good-
humored elorks In the income t(ax offiee?
They lghten intolerabie burdens for the foik
whoese minds weeen’t mude for wnthemnties,
and they do mnrvels with figuves without half
teying, and bebave meanwhile like cheerful
feiends of all mankind,

They are plillosophical, n little more
philogophieal than the Income taxpayers
themselves, who in these days of reckoning
present an extraordinarily reassuring and
significant spectacle as they count out their
money and squint meticulonsly over unwieldy
forms and muke all sorta of sacrifices in
obedlence to thar instinet for orderly co-
aperiation—an instinet beyond annlysis—that
{# the final proof of enlightened eitizenship.

Volstead lows, tomfoolery in Congress,
wild and futtle experiments in paternallism,

congres<ional  biss and blundering of
which the ineome-tax system Is merely nd-
dittoun] proof, have not shaken or mpalred
the wverage mun's folth and eonfidence in
The Government or lessenml his feeling of
responsibility townred it It is The Govern-
ment ! It wouldn't be decent to lie to it,
to withhold from it anything that you ecan
give,  So runs the eomposite, unspoken
oplulon of the great Amerlean majority,

Dioubtless a few persons cheat and lie and
evade in the presence of the income tax
collector, But they are very fow, Thiy is
purtly  because  Government  departments
mannge somehow to be amuazingly efficient
und mora largely becuuse the avernge man
eannot lose and does not want to lose the
sense of something lke reverence with whieh
he has been aeonstomed to regard that ab-
straction, that reflection of his own better
self, which is The Government,

Those who lightly call the income-tax day
crowids the Liars' Club are superficiul ob-
servers, The patience and whole-henrteds
ness of the public’s reaction to the demands
of n harassed Treasury huve muade Furo-
peans wonder, You have enly ta listen in
the crowded offices in the Federal Building.

“It says here that you've gol to put every
eent You make in'': and *"Aw, go on; you
can't get by with that with The Government,
Trying to make believe that you spent $00
for silk shirts!" or They need the money,
I guess, or they wouldn't be asking for it.
What's 4 per cent of 18007

So it goes to the scratching of bad pens,
There are no billlonalres, no corporation
lnwyers in the crowds at the Postoffice, The
people are of the plain rank and file, They
are  magnificently  soclal-minded without
knowing it. No wonder the burden is made
to fal] heavlest upon them. They have al-
ways borne most of the burdens, They are
the hope and dependence of the land—of all
lands. They nre Bons of Martha, And they
are Martha's daughters.

The question that pregents itcelf vielently
to any sensible person who stands by to
watch the speetacle of income-tax day s
this: How far cun Congress safely or de-
cently go in imposing unequal and unneeceg.
sary hardships on these best of Amerleans—
on the peaple who dn most of the working
and paying and worrying for the country?
For the present income-tax system is not
only inequitable and even unfair, It is a
nujsance which eclever and patient adminis-
tratlon cun only slightly relieve,

It puts the greater part of the iy burdens
upon people who nre eithep too decent op too
good-natured ta deseend to the ugly husiness
of cheating and evasion.  Moreover, thepe
are clauses In gome of the tax forms which
no one could hope to ynderstand oy interpret
without the aid of g lawyer or an expert
aceountant,

It is not too mueh to say that the whole
schema of special revenue, us Congress has
devised t, Iy wrong, A great mnaoy persons
Who were prosperous last Senr are not pros.
perous now, Yot they are linble to all the
awful penalties  reserved for income tox
evaders, even if they are unable 1o beg or
horrow the money to pny the tolls aesessed
agninst their vanished prosperity.  For sueh
s these Congress exhibited no concern, It
went to the limits of ungrociousness when it
so deviged its laws that lneome taxes come
duw In the seasons when it {s hardest to
pay—u few days before Christmns, n few
doys after the end of surpmer veeations !

Tax laws ought to be simplified, Taxes
should lLe directly levied In some way or
nnother that will relieve relatively poor
people of sudden dralns on their diminishing
ineomes,  Even a sales tax would be prefer-
ubile 1o the present costly and fearfully com-
pllestsd ol eumbersonme systom What is
needed 15 oo cvstem nnder wWhiel the avernge
man eould puy bis diesg bit by bit sned day
by day and without the quizzing and ques-
tioning of Government agents or the hard-
ship of periodicnl henvy expenditures which,
uften enough, Le cannot afford,

THE FAIR IS ANCHORED
NTIL the route of the first transconti=
nentnl rallwny was delinitely deter-

mined, it was difieult, even for the most
flexible Imnginations, to visualize that proj-
eet, Tt was not easy to take seriously any
plan for joining the Atlantie and Pacife
Oceans while selentific amd politieal opinjon
was divided upon the suitabllity of Panama
or Nlearagua for the Cenul.

The choice of o setting for the world's
fuir of 1020 instantly removes that ambi.
tious and landable undertaking from the do-
winion of dreams, Iopular interest can be
focused now ypon the Puarkway-Fairmount
site.  The enterprise couses to be an ab-
straction and the prospect of u magnificent
festal metropolis—for such the fair should
Lie—situated ideally in the heart of the his-
torie city memorable for the birth of n na-
tion enn be entertnined with some degrec of
conviction,

The Falr Committee is heartily to be
commended for its sense of both practical
and artistic values in it selection of the
cenvironment of the exposition. The Park-
way district is alrendy undergoing a procesa
of extraordinary transformation. The ex-
position plan fits admdrubly into this meta-
morphosis.

In addition the site is convenient, well
ndapted for the installution of the best trans-
portation facilities and eapable of inspiring
development along the lines of ¢horm and
beauty.

It has been reitevated that money is the
essentinl need of the fale undertaking and
that all other considerntions nre subovdinnte
to this [ndispensuble factor., In o hared-
hended sense this is true.  City, State and
Federal approprintions are requived and
generous contributions from individual citi-
Lens,

Iiut cash can be raised If the foundations
of genuine progress, promising a structure
of gecomplishment upon which funds could be
Justifiably expended, nre in sight,

The first move has been made in ending
the long and irritating season of Auctunting,
tentative sites,  The next step and one of
commensurite importanes js the nomination
of o dlrector genernl thovoughly equipped fop
thut responsible post. With that appoint -
ment the exposition enterprise would be duly
launched, and the problem of money«ruising
could then come up for legithoate consider-
ation.

SCUTTLING THE NAVY

I THLE House Naval Appropriutions Coni-
mittes has It; way we shull have n navy
half as large as that which we are permitted
to maintain within the restrictions of the
Four-Power Treaty, now under fire and {n
wome danger In the Senate.  Wepresontative
Pat Kelley and his eolleagues in the com-
mittee have declared for a naval personnel
of 50,000, Officers of long experience insist
in all earnestness that, even after the terms
of the armament limitation agreementy nre
complled with, not fewer than 100,000 men
will be needed to ndequately man Ameriean
fleets,

Only one thing remuins for Congress to do,
The Representatives should tuke ovep the
navy bodily, assumne complete charge and
send all the admirals into retirement,  Then,
if anather war comes, members of Congress
should be requirved ta min weakened nnd
disorgunized fleets when they go torth to une
oqual or even hopeless hattle,

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AS ONE WOMAN SEES IT
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Crying Need Exiata for More Nurses
8killed in the Treatment of Con-
tagioug Diseases, and Present
Epldemics Prove It

ORE than the price of egge is getting

back (o normal, apparently, ‘The
alarming shortage in nurses at the training
schools is letting up, and the tide beginnin
to turn the other way. At lenst, ro 1 glenne
from Mise Clayton out nt the Philadelphla
General Hospital while she was summing up
the rituation to n committee of women who
meet out there occasionally. .

Speaking from n city-wide point of view,
the only place that i1s still dangerously wen
in nurkes g the Municipal Iospital for
Contagious Disenses. The shortage of the
nursing staff there ix not due to Inck of
funds, for the approprintion has been gen-
rrous, nor to Im.-E of gowl management on
the part of those responsible for the hos-
pital. It Is due to a lack of nurses volun-
teering to take training in the hospital,
Thelr quarters are very good, the food is
very acceptable-—as hospital food goes, thnt
I#, and that applies to any hospital—thelr
pay is good and their training is up to date
and sclentific, and thelr experlence should
be Invaluable, But not enough nurses nPT,l!
to do the work that the hospital Is capable
of doing If it were allowed fo run up to its
eapaclty, or allowed to enlarge up to the
needs of the clty.

Durln‘ the helght of epidemicy, sueh as
the present scarlet fever and diphtherin
ones, the Munigipal Hospital cannot nurse
all the cages that develop in the eity. Cone
sequently many have to he nursed at home,
which Involves more danger of contaglon,
and in some caxes nfter-complientiony fromn
carcless or Ignorant after-care.

HE Municipal Hospital is a wonderful

establishment and is doing n wonderful
work and hus the potentialities of better
and better work, but the fact remains that
for every ten women who take up trained
nursing as a profession, not more than one-
half speclalize on contuglous dlgeases or
even tnke a course in nursing such diseases,
And the fault lies partiy with the general
publie and partly with tﬂn doctors.

It 18 a curlous thing that with the dis-
covery of antlseptie trentment, rather than
with the digcovery of the germ theory,
avery one got seared of germs and eon-
taglons, That is, when science had made the
nursing and the handling of contugions safer
than they had ever been before, every one
from the doctor down te the postman got
punie-stricken for fear of catching somes
thing.

If a nurse has come away from o con-
taglous cnse she las real difficulty in Im-
mediately getting an ordinury ease, becnuse
the physiclan is shy of her, unless he is
hard pressed for nurses, nnd then he does
not give it a thought, but says, “‘Oh, come

On account of the heart weakness, diphe-
therla is a disease that needs skilled norss
Ing: on account of glnndulur weaknesses
searlet fever Is a disense to be watched by
u practiced eye; whooping eough, measles,
chicken pox are ncute and at times danger-
ous illnesses for after-rvesults, If allowed
to run thelr course without constant pre-
caution against cold or wenkness, nnd they
ure generally the diseares of children whoe
cannot tuke care of themselves, the type of
disease nbove all others that should not be
neglected ; yet they nre the diseaxes that
most nureeg receive no training to nuree,
and about which two-thirds of them are
more ignorant than the majority of mothers,

I THE ﬂduenllnn'}::truirrd of n first-class

trained nurse does not Imply a knowl-
edge of the eare of contaglousx disenses, it is
not either seientifie or practical to the ex-
tent it should be.

No eity nurse ghould have omitted that
from her course, and no visiting nurse nnd
no nurse specinlizing in the care of children
and no Institutional nurse and no mission-
ary nuyse,

Well, inasmuch as neavly every nurse
qualifiey to be one or another of these types,
how she enn lightly avold a strenuous course
In such a hospital as the Municipal I eannot
soo, I understand that seven Ilarge nmd
notiuble training schools have put contagious
disease experionce on theip currienla, and
their nurses do go to the Muniecipal for
training, but it is still in most cases purely
an “‘elective’’ study and not required in
curning a diploma.

If #uch o course were a required one In
the hig Important hospitals, the lesser ones
wonld follow their example and the Munie-
ipal Hospital would be able to carry a full
stafl,

Ax it Is, during months of epldemie the
strain on the present stafl I« vepy sorious
and is n cavse of auxicty to those responsi-
ble ta the eclty for the functieming of the
lrl']:lt institution, built and run for the clty's
slek,

Two months ngo when T was ont at the
Munlicipal there were almost cnough nurses
temporarily and not more than enough pa-
tients, but the peak of the epldemic hud not
been reached.  With the return of mild,
sunny weather this partivular epidemic wil
sth=ide, but in another year there will be o
return, nnd unless the lack is to ba ree
pented also, there must be more nurses in
thut particular a-.lmt for thut particular type
of emergency. The question is: Jow pre
they to be supplied” What ineentive wil)
bring them? And what recognition in thelr
careor will reward them?

HEY will have to be supplied by other

Lospitals. The fncentive will be u bettop
nll-round training.  Awl tite  reeoenitinn
must come from the doctors, whe, better thun
the genernl public, ean gnuge thelr added
worth as muosters of their profession.

In these dnys of many epportunition for
women to earn a comfortable Jiving and
more opportunities to serve the city and
State and country nlong wide avenues of
co-operative work, the profession of nuprse
from elther an _econowle or from a publie
serviea point of view doey not lhield out a
unique lure.  The reason  nowadays for
heing n nurse is about the same as the rea.
son for belng a doetor, viz, : The know ledlge
of disenge nnd s cure ar mnelioration gl
the selentifie eore of the slek makes an ap-
peal specially to one as the Kind of power
over ovil one feels quauliticd to exercise, nml
that heing the ense the more cducation and

REV. DR. JOHN MOCKRIDGE
On the Moral Spirit of the Times

ITAT the general toné of publie morality

Is not nearly so bnd as n great many
persons profess 1o believe 1s the opinfon of
the Rev. Dr. Jolin Mockridge, veetor of St
James' Protestunt Eplscopal Chureh.

The state of Jnblie morality,”" said Dr,
Morkridge, *‘Is not pearly so bad ux has
been depleted.  These things are generally
groxsly exaggerated by thoese who write and
speak about them, The result is that an
entlrely crroneous view of the sitnation s
usunlly given, perbaps uaintentionally, and
pechaps with the Iden that stories of this

n radius of ten miles of Philudeiphia and
that *in every one of these the sume debasing
and degrading kind of revelry is u regular
thing."

War Broke Down Certain Barriers

whieh they hud never before luviuded,

work ; others entered business lLonses gl
even shipyaeds, and this applied with even
greater force and in larger pumbers o what

Some Protectivns Removed

Cere condd be but one eesult of all this:
it mmde things generally wore open and pes
