SPIRITS AND COLD LIGHT

A University of Pennaylvania Com-
mission That Gave the Spirit Me-
diums a Knockout — *Cold
Light,"” Heralded as a New
Invention, Is Old

R. JAMES 1. HYSLOD, Inte hend of

the Americun Soclety for Psyehieal Re-
search, expregsed to me the convietion, at
his home in New York n while before he
died, that the Hegbert Commission of the
University of Pennsylvania had very indif-
ferently and very unsatisfactorily performed
its work,

All the mémbers of that commission are
now dead and Dr, Hyslop also has passed
to the beyond.

Adam Seybert was a wealthy but eccen-
trie Philadelphlan who was interested fin
kpiritunllsm and spiritualistic phenomena.

At his death in the early elghtics he be-
queathed 000 for the establishment of
a Chair of Moral and Intellectial Philosophy
in the University of Pennsylvania,

The condition attached to this legney was
that '‘a commlssion * * make a thor-
ough and impartiul investigation * * ¢
particulagly of modern spiritunlism.”

The commission wax appeinted and a
number of medlums, slnte-writers and clalr-
voyunts were examined, after which a de-
clslon was rendered adverse to the spiritistle
philosophy held by Adam Seybera

ARRY KELLER, famous magician and
restidigitator, died the other day In
California,

He was a Pennsylvanian by birth and
was personnlly and intimately known to
Philadelphians of a generation ngo.

He was a courteous and clever gentleman
nnd the highest exponent, possibly, of his
art in the world,

It wns Harry Keller who was responsible
for the decislon of the Seybert Commission.

Keller always Insisted that he eould duplt-
cite any demonstration of alleged epirit
power presented by any wedium, and by
purely natural means.

He maintained that materinlization, slate-
writing and similar “‘evidences’’ were pro-
cured by fraud,

It was for this reason that the Seybert
Commission summoned him to appear before
:} and gc‘:lnonl;tnte tl:;' truth °§ his axser-

on and duplicate and exposs the perform-
ances that bad - becn given by so-called
mediums,

UBSBEQUENT to his seance with the

commission, Keller gave a private exhi-
bition to a number of newspapermen of this
city in which he duplieated, he declared,
his wark before the Investigators.

His exposure had to o prinecipally with
slate-writing and rappings.

The former was designed to diseredit Dr,
Henry Slade, a famous slate-writing me-
dlnp: of that day.

From the subsequent testimony of the
lprnsa representatives present, the magician
ind them all guessing, and fully sustained
bis reputation ne m man of mystery,

Only & small portlon of the ®60,000 was
expended on this fnvestigation of spiritunl-
ism, the bulk of it ultimutely going to the
University for other purposes.

R. HYSLOP echarged, in his talk with

He declared that he had letters in his
possesslon from a member of the commis-
slon confessing this foet,

In the interest of fair play, T asked him
to gend me coples of the letters and other
docutients bearing on the cuse which were
in his possession,

He promised to do so. Months afterward,
however, he wrote and told me hie had made
a superticlnl search for the material, but
conlid not locute it; that It doubtless was
stored with o mass of other documents at
nuother resienee wltich he maintained in
New Jersey,

It was shortly nfter this that Dy, Hyslop
wis selzed with Lis futal illness,

On Training Defective School Children

HILADEIAHIA takes high rank among
the grent eities of the United States for
the eare with which the defective school
children of the eity are educated. This work
i« done fn the Lincoln School Annex, and
the ehildeen wre given studles which will
prepare them for the position in life which
they nre enpable of filllng, according to Mr,
". . Babb, superintendent of that school,
“These ohildren, sald Mr, Babb, *‘ecine
to this sehool from nll over the city, and
they nre divided into eleven classes. Their
cnrfore i pald for them when they rome
from a distance of more than slxtecn
<quares, The State nlso helps in the main-
tennnes of this work.
“The pupils are divided into classes ac-
cording to thelr ages and abilltles, both of
which are fmportant,

Work Is Departmental

“Ihe work is departmental. Certain of
the tepehers do physiteal training, while
others tench hand work, shop work and aca-
lemie work. All the tenining of the ehildren
is confined to the essentiuls of what they ean
fearn and of what will be actually useful to
them, This frequently meuns the “three It's,
They get enough arithmetic to enable them
to understand bills and are taught as much
f this snd the other branches as they are
able to ussimilate,

“The eloven classes are divided Into two
groups, six in the upper eyele und five In
ihe lower, ‘The upper eyele elildren are
those above second-grade ability, which they
show under special conditions: the lower
'yele children are those under twelva years
of nge who are not able to do more than
apcond-grnde work. In the upper cyele there
are two handwork teachers who devote thelr
whole time to this and have three classes
during the day of about one hour and forty
minntes ench, There I8 also pliysical train-
ing for ench class of mbout forty-five min-
utes' duration.  These two activities vom-
prise one-half of the day's work In polnt of
time. B
“The remaining half of the gcliool day s
!i]!i'lill' in the teaching of arithmetic and
numbers, Fuglish, by which is mwennt read-
tug, writing and '-pt-litng. and In instruetion
in a moditied course of geography, history
unid musle, ,

Physical 'Training Important

“The progrom in the lower group is gen-
erally  s#imilae to that in the upper one.
Considerable ntrention: s paid to physical
tenining, There are two lurge rovins on the
upper foor of the sehiool bullding which nre
fitte] ma n gymnasium, and we are near the
Francisville Playground, so thut our focili-
ties for this purpose ure execellent,

‘“T'he ru_.r‘lnlpﬂltll of the school I8 ns strong
as the educationsl ulm, All of these chil-
dren will have to work for a living, and thelr
Hmitations are such that they will probubly
always have to  work under direction,
Therefore they must be taught early to sc.
enpt direction and respect authority.

“Our alm 18 to prepare these children to
fill ereditably and aceeptubly the relatively
HWinited sphere in life for which they are
intellectually or physieally quallfied. Under
the law they must go to school until they
gre #lxteen years of age, and our object iy
to muke thix school fit their needs. They
are given work which they can do, and thus
never get the distorted and dangerous ides
that they are being asked to do that which
they are uunable to perform.

Results Are Excellent

vfhose who have reached the nge limit
and buve gone out into the world have shown
that the system of training which they have
received at the sehool 19 correct, They have,
almost withoup exception, shown a better
adaptabllity to the environment In whieh
they were placod than those young persons
who huve not had the ndvantages of thiy
course of teaching.

“The teachers for these children are
chosen with the greatest care, and all of
thein are exceptionully well fitted, both by
temperament and by special tralning, for
the delicate task which they have to per.
form, and all of them pealize what the cou-
selentivus performance of these dutles means
to the huodieapped ebtldren,

gmups. These children are normal mentally,
ut their sight is too poor to allow them to
do the regular school work, and yet it is not
B0 poor as to compel themn to take up the
Brallle system. We huve found that no per-
smn will yeeept any substitute for the sense
of sight., If yon try to teach Brallle to a
person, especinlly a child, who has even the
faintest remnants of sight, he will immedi-
ately try to see the characters and not to
define them by touch.

““Our three classes are graded according
to the regular elusses of pupils, and these
children do gular greade work. But
twenty-four point type iy used in thelr
books, which are printed on unglazed buff
piaper. The blackbourds and the furniture
of the rooms which they use are finished
%0 that there 18 no glare, and all thelr work
with paper or hoarcr is done on a large scals
80 that it i ensy to see, The rooms are
painted In enlors which will give the great-
est lighting effect, In fact, there are many
things of this sort which th'e regular class-
rooms nifght “well copy, especlally in the use
of paper which gives no glare and desks and
otllt..'r furniture finished for a similar result.

In these classes everything possible 1s
done which shall ease the burden on the
eyes. These children are normal mentally,
a8 I have suid, and this yenr we shall send
pupils from these clneses to the High School,

Two Kinds of Sight Trouble

**Much of the work which they do is oral
and no home reading or writing fs required.
The classes nre very small, being limited to
ubout ten pupils each, so the teachers can
guaril ngalnst eyvestrain,
‘“The eye troubles resolve into two
eral clusses, those who have progressive
myopla ; that 1s, children who will become
more and more nearsighted as they grow
older, and those who ﬁnve opaque cornes,
The problem In the first of these eases is to
prevent them from becoming more near-
sighted, This we do by taking care of the
eyes by frequent inspeetlons at the eyve dis-
nensary at City Hall, where they are pro-
vided with proper glusses, and by the great-
est care In the character of the work they
are asked to do. All strain s avolded in
this work and the children themselves are
enco:ilrns;d‘nut to mul;e any unusual de-
mands whatever upon
