And Net Enough of the Wheery Old
State Machines Will Be Left te

Interest the Junk Men
A 1.1. the engineers, mechanicians, stokers,

idlers nnd of the State's
political machines mid the treup Includes
.Mr. Vure. Governer Sproul, Mr. Grundy,
Mr. Alter nnd Pittsburgh's own Mr. Leslie

Of women voters you might say that,

though they may net knew what they wnnt.
they have a very clear and fixed knowledge
of what they de net wnnt. They de net
want Grundyism nnd the attendant menace
te all laws made nnd proposed for the pro-
tection of women and children In Industry.
They de net wnnt n continuance of the
present squalor at ilnrrlshurg, just as they
de net want dirt about the house. They
don't like the spectacle of Ignorance and
brutality dominant in the public life of the
State. Se, quite Instinctively, they drifted
te Plnchet,

Will all ether Republican voters usually
identified with the various State organisa-
teons be unalterably for Alter? Will they
obediently fellow In the dead mnrch of the
Fisher campaign? That Is doubtful, ns the
bosses would knew if they descended from
the clouds occasionally te rub shoulders with
the man In the street or the man en the
farm.

Mr. Sproul Is net se popular as he used
te be even en his home grounds.

The
farm regions and many of the smaller cities
displayed little enthusiasm when Alter and
Fisher emerged from behind the scenes ns
the cheen of the Vnre nnd Grundy Soviets.
In these regions there is. however, a pretty
general conviction thnt Ilnrrlshurg "needs a
cleaning up." That belief has just dawned
in the minds of innumerable hardened party
men. It has driven masses of masculine
voters Inte tin insurgent mood. Yet it Is

the thought that has been In the minds of
women inters ever since the suffrage amend-

ment wns passed !

The machines will win or lese at the pri-

maries. At the primaries the machinists

Participation of this
Government in the Reparations Commis-
sion, a right fully guaranteed by the sep-
arate treaty of peace with Germany, Is un-
questionably drawing near. The Genen con-
ference is In n' sense n trial heat.

If anything like nn encouraging start Is
made, this Government inny find therein
Inspiration for a new policy. The present
attitude of watchful waiting suggests a

le action.

LETTING DOWN THE BARS
WHF.N the news went out that Governer

of New Yerk, had signed a bill
providing that when a husband or wife had
been missing for five years the wife or hus-
band could have the marriage annulled, let-

ters begnn te pour in te the Secretary of
State's office in Albany nt the rate of 100
a day asking for definite information about
the previsions of the new net.

The purpose of the act is evidently te
permit men and women whose spouses have
disappeared without trace te assume thnt
they nre dead and te remarry. It would
net be surprising If the bill hail been drafted
te meet the wishes of a specific individual
who had influence enough with the Legis-
lature te perunde it te come te his relief.
That Is the way such things frequently nre
done.

Rut It wns necessary te pns n genernl
net. The act has been se drawn that It
makes it easy te bring about fraudulent di-

vorces without scnndnl. All that Is neces-
sary is fnr one pnrty te the marriage te
make affidavit that the ether party has been
missing for five years and thnt. te the best
knowledge nnd belief of the nfiinnt, the
ether parly is dead. Then notice of petition
for divorce is te be published in n news-
paper and after the required time the mar-
riage is annulled.

Fraudulent divorces have net been un-
known under the old New Yeik law. which
makes Infidelity the only ground for annul-
ment of marriage. It has been pretended
that the whereabouts of the defendnnt was
unknown and service has 1 n made by
publication in un obscure newspaper, and
the cooked-u- p evidence has been presented
te n jury and the decree obtained. All that
will be necessary under the new law is te
piefcss Ignorance about the whereabouts of
the defendant nnd. te assume that he or she
Is dead.

ANEWSPAPERMAN asked mc today why
the women were out for Plnchet n( such

ft rate of enthusiasm. I returned his ques-
tion by another te this effect: Why did he
think the women were "e,it for Plnchet"?'

He said because he had been mere ap-
plauded than the ether candidates at the
League of Women Voters' luncheon Inst
month, and that he had been backed ttellti-cull- y

by certain of the women lenders ns
"their choice" for Governer by signed in-
terviews,

I called his attention te the fact that Mr.
Plnchet s speech was applauded very unani-
mously when he spoke of enforcing the Invv,
inclining the Eighteenth Amendment. Any
candidate who mentis what he says about a
citizen s and nn official's duty In the matter
of keeping the Inws, Fedcraf or State, will
be applauded where women nre In Ihe ma-
jority. Applause, however, does net mean
votes at the polls, nor does the frank In-
eorsement of one or two leading women
mean thnt Mr. Plnchet will be carried
through the primaries "en flowery beds of
ease."

As a matter of fact, the women in this
State are liable te come out In a great
spring tide for him becatiFO they believe, that
he means whut he says about enforcing the
law nnd because Ids' whole stand in the
matter of his job of forestry has shown him
te be n person who can carry out his ideals
by mnklng the public his partner, and be-
cause, though he is n man of very liberal
views ns te labor and capital, he steed like
a rock In the path of the radical Seelatlsts
who timing the war tried te sweep the de-
structive forces in the Laber Party Intepower.

Hul It Is net the women's vole nlenc thnt
will put Mr. Plnchet where a vcrv great
many vvant te see hltn. Ner will the
women s enthusiastic electioneering give
him the only sure bucking that he must hnve
te come out nhend. Jt is net a case even
where his very ngreenble and beautiful wife
can make enough votes for him by canvassing
the Stnte. English fashion, te ask for

en the ground of his worth nnd
noble intentions te govern well.

The votes that must come out te put Glf-
eord Plnchet ever arc In the keeping of men
who seldom use the franchise the great
neglected vote of this State which the regu-
lar politicians count ns of no account,

election after election gees by with
never a sign from their owners that they
exist. let nlene thnt their owners enre who
governs the State. ,

IT WOl'LD be foolish te suppose that nt
this juncture anything compares in

with these neglected nnd neglectful
voters. If Mr. Plnchet is wise he will go
after them nnd get them for the geed of the
State anil of the part.r--th- e voters thnt no
candidate has sought for many mid innnv a
year.

They will need careful and sure handling,
ami no women or group of women is capa-
ble of handling them, or can hope te stir
them into decisive action. It hns get te be
the individual enthusiasm of men who un-
derstand the business of getting their neigh-
bors en their feet In each little entnmunltv
of this big State. Enthusiasm of a crisp
masculine sort will be of fnr mere weight
just new than even the applause of sympa-
thetic women. If I may be allowed te Fend
n vvenl of warning te mv voting sisters, I
would like te say:

"It Is probably true that you and I the
women voters held the deciding card. It Is
probably true. toe. that unless we plav it
with decision nnd timeliness we will lese' the
guinn for the men and for ourselves. Hut
It Is vital that the men should plav up tethe chance with nil that they enn muster.
I here is no use of the women's enthusiasm
unless the men come te the front with nil
the r power the men who have power but
seldom exert It politically. It s net se
necessary either that they should make agreat display of that power as that thev
should use it."

TT IS always well te remember thnt what
J- - eakens a political opponent Is the thing
he does net knew, net what he can count
by counting heads. The strength of the ma-
chine vote In this city nnd in the Stnte Is
Us stirencss of a certain number of votes
thai always "make geed": eneh district
leader is pledged for se tunny, and he knows
them nil by nninc : but he uKe knows thatthey nre net all the votes, net bv a long
shot. Ills only comfort Is thnt no one owns

CHARLES S. SHAUGNESSY
On Women in City Service

THERE nre many nnd unusual
women lu the munlelnnl service,

according te Chniles S. Shuugnessy. chief
examiner of the Civil Service Commission.

"Training for civil service," said Mr.

Shaugncssy. "is nn extension of our educa-

tional system, in that It - n preparation
for citizenship of the best sort. A mere en-

lightened citizenship and a mere responsive

one in all public matters Is essential te make
democracy 11 permanent success. The most

direct way te accomplish tills is te dovetail

the work of our schools with the prepara-
tion for civil service. If compulsory mili-
tary service Is necessary in time of war,
compulsory civil service Is just ns essential
in time of peace.

"All geed citizens should be interested
vitnllv in the administration of the merit
sy stein. When It N considered that nt the
present time nut mere than H pel cent of
the entrants te the city service arc of high-scho-

grade, the need for the extension of
a knowledge of the principles of civil service

"A survey wns made in New Yeik In

lltil te determine bow generally women
were employed In executive positions In

Theie were L'.'O shops visited, rep-

resenting sixteen distinct industries. Of
these Mil were employing women above the
rank of forewomen, unci most of thee places
had been gnlnetl through promotion from the
ranks, thus demonstrating their caput uy for
responsible work nnd giving definite proof
that they would be equally effective In public
service.

"Seme time nge we looked into the matter
of employment of women in the City of
Philadelphia and were struck with the small
number whom we found scattered through
the departments in various capacities. We
refer new only te these eleven departments
which are under the jurisdiction of the Civil
Service Commission, wherein the empleyes
are recruited after qualifying In nn examina-
tion which Is usually competitive.

"Of the llt.OOO persons new employed,
only nbeut Mil), or per rent, are women,
ami it is nmiiKlug that this figure should
have remained practically stntleiinry for the
last ten venrs. Although in the civil service
we de lint think In political terms, theie
seems te be 110 reason for the smull number,
except thnt women did net have the fran-
chise and did net seek participation in pub-

lic affairs, it seems probable, ulse, that
they were net encouraged te compete in the
civil service cnmlniitlens.

Status Has New Changed
"Hut new that their political status

changed und assured, there is both need and
reason for their nssumliig 11 larger shine lu
11111nlcip.il activities. Although the service
generally is open 10 women, there aic sev-

eral bread lines of activity that are espe-
cially adapted te women's cnpitbllities.

In Welfare Service
"An outstanding feature of modern eily

life is the congestion nnd family distress and
the increasing desire of the city te
lit least puit of the burden of relief. In
social-servic- e welk there is preliuh'y the
best field for ihe mllinatleii of we'mau'x
abilities, and no American eily has a mere
enviable record for this work than Phila-
delphia. Persons seeking nld from the city
must, of course, he investigated and their
past records anil their geed faith verified.
Fer this purpose the social service investi-
gator is employed nt a salary or SI 100 an-
nually.

"This work consists of fnlerviewlng per-
sons seeking aid. visiting the homes of fami-
lies, assisting in finding employment for
these who need it, nnd the most urgent of
