i ‘ THE CRITIC TALKS

TO MUSIC LOVERS

H tha close of the most active

and artistieally the best musical
season that Philadelphia, or, for that
matter, the country has ever known,
comes the mnnual ecomplaint that the
American composer has not had a falr
chance In the performance of bis works
in the larger forms.

As uminal the blame s thrown upon
the orchestral conductors, but, asa mat-
ter of fact, all of it does not lle there
by any manner of means, If the
Ameriean composera’ works are not he-
ing performed, the basic reason back
of It all i= that the American music-
supporting publie does not want them.

gn this, as in every other case where
any organization or cause is dependent
upon general support, the public is the
court of last resort,

NY econductor ean put a componi-

tion on a program once and a few
of them can put it on for several sea-
sans, but no conductor, no matter how
great he may be munlmhr nor how large
his personal following. can regularly
ive compositions of which his publie
Soen not approve, In the end the volca
of the musie-loving publie will make
itself heard and in no uncertain tones.

A striking easa In point was the fate
of the nym:hnn{u of Anton Brueckner.
He composed nine of them and for some
reason his standing among the best
conductors of Furope was very high. It
must he admitted that Bruckner was
one of the most distinguished con-
trapuntists of modern times, that his
musieal ideals were lofty and his
workmanship of the higheat order. He
was recognized as nll this and more
by the greatest European conductors,
who for a number of years insisted that
the public was wrong about the com-
positions and that {f they wers heard
n eufficlent number of times they
would be ranked In the highest class,
where they (the conductora) asserted
they helonged.

Never probably has a composer re-
ceived the same conductorial assistance
that the orchestral works of Bruckner
recelved from the leaders of Furopean
orchestral directing. But what was the
ultimate result?

HE public looked at the matter In

a different light. They maintained
that musically the works were dry and
uninteresting and they simply wouldn’t
have the Bruckner symphonies. All this
happened not wery much more than
twenty-filve years ago, but today the
orchestral works of Anton Bruckner are
almost as non-existent as though they
had neveg been composed. It was a elear
case of the public agalnst ths conduc-
tors and the result shows strongly where
the real power lles.

Perhaps the conductors were right
and the publie was wrong, but the
writer, for one. does not belleve this,

It may be true that conductors are
reluctant tv play the compositions of
American composers, but If the Ameri-
can public wanted them they could get
them. If the Hm;raml of all the great
Amerlean orchestras for the last five
or six seasons were avallable there
would probably be a larger number of
American composers represented than
the average~ musically inclined person
wonld think. But, whatever may be the
attitude of the eonductors, there is no
doubt that thera is no overwhelming
desire on the part of the audiences to
hear these compositions frequently,

AS AN indication of this, take t}le
voting for the request program of
the Philadelphia Orchestra for the mea-
son just closed. It will be remembered
that in announcing the voting privilege
and furnishing the blanks an oppor.
tunity was given to those balloting to
vote for any number in the Orchestra’s
repertoire, nnd thus it was not contined
to the numbers played this season,

This placed at least twenty and prob-
ably wany more Amerfean compositions
before the voters, What was the re-
sult? Of the fifty symphonles voted for
not one was by an American composer,
nnd of the many overtures which figured
on the list, ngnin not one was composed
by an American,

In the *‘miscellaneouns’’ elassifieation
four American numbers were voted for.
Vietor Herbert's **Irish Rhapsods'' led
with three votes and the late Charles
Griffes’ *'Clouds’ received one ballot,
which was gomewhat remarkable, as the
work wus played only onece, und that
in December, 1010. But the trouble for
those championing the cause of Ameri-
van composition was that apparently
only one person remembered the suite
of which “Clouds’" was the third num-
ber.  Felix Schelling's Suite for piano
and orchestra got one vote, and there
wias a single vote for Leo Ornstein's
extruordinary “*In n Chinese Village,"*
a work long to be remembered for
cacophonous reasons,

T IS not to ba expected that the con-

dietors will show any great enthusi-
asm toward American works, Do not
forget that in this respeect these com-
positions are competing with the product
of the world in the last 300 years—
and tha  Bach - Mozart - Reethoven-
Birahms line offera what might be col-
loquially deseribed as  *‘some’ com-

gooat American composer does appear,
