“‘About a bottle—it costs me £2.50
or §3."

“Where do
the drug?"’
"By stealing-—what 1 am here for to-
day.,'”” replie]l Parker. He insisted he
did not know the names of the dealers
who sold him narcoties.

After the Real Culprits

“The Court,'" said Judge Monaghan,
““Is more Interested fu finding out who
sold the drugs than the charge for
which you are here, and will have
more sympathy for you if you will make
up your mind to revenl the names of
the drug sellers who eaused your down-
fall. We are after the culprits in an
efiort to break up this nefarious teaffie
which s poigening the bodies of many
nnd affecting their minds by induecing
eriminal tendencies, a conditlon we ob-
serve here day after day.'
