UNDER SPOTLIGHT

Independents Must Justify To-
day Some of High Prices
They Are Asking

RETAILERS ARE UNCHECKED

Independent operators are standing In
tha spotlight of the Fair Practices
Committes today, and must justify some
of the high pricea they nare asking
for anthracite at the mines.

Retall coal denlers will not be inters
fered with as yet, although some are
charging 815 a ton. This prics, it is
declared by those retallers, in due to
the high cost of thelr coal, bought
from Independents, They say It gives
them a lower profit than is realized by
dealers buying from railroad companies.

“We are not nfter the retallars,'’
enid Chairman W Mneyl of
the State Fuel Commisslon, *'The
tronble can hest be remedied at the
mouth of the mine."’

Retallers’ Charges Denled

He donied charges by retail coal
merchants  that anthracite Is  not
avallable from independents nt less than
£12.20 per ton, Those charges have been
made by dealers, one of whom wanted
names of nperators from whom he might
get conl for a lower price than the
£12.20 which he said all the independ-
entg in ’hiladelphia are quoting.

According to Mr. Alney, such prices
are quoted only in isolated instances.
