Dilettante Burglars Specialize
in Provender of Consider-
able, Tonnage.

That the burgllru who have entered
8 dozen homex in Great Falls and
Black Eagle during the last week haul
their loot away in an automobile is
the opinion of Chief of Police Marcus
Anderson. Each succeeding burglary
makes stronger the belief that the
thieves are interested more in provi-
sions than in saleable property, the
chief says, and from the nature of
some of the goods stolen it is apparent
that a get-a-way could have been made
only in an automobile,

“It does not seem probable that a
burglar would burden himself with a
half sack of potatoes, 14 quart jars of
preserved fruit or & lot of canned
goods unleu he was prepared to haul
them away,” said Chief Anderson Fri-
day. “The burglars’ work has never
resembled that of professionals and
we are becoming convinced that the
thefts have been committeed by local
talent that has never followed this
line before. If the burglaries had
been committed by professions, soms
of the stolen jewelry would have
shown up before now.”

Property of more value than that
stolen has been left at many of the
places burglarized by the thieves. At
the E. J. Tait residence a watch was
taken from a dresser, but another
watch of greater value was left, al-
though the two were found together.
Valuable silverware, jewelry and furs
have been overlooked at a number of
the places burglarized. Groceries and
provisions seemed to be the first ob-
jective of the thieves at all places en-
tered, jewelry and other valuables
being taken incidentally.
