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TO STAGE FIGHT 

ON GRAIN SMUTS 
Farm Bureau to Demonstrate 
Methods for Controlling Wheat 

and Barley Infections. 

Demonstrations of methods for the 
control of stinking and ball smut in 
wheat and barley will be carried on 
this spring as soon as the farmers 
begin seeding in Cascade county, by 
C. M. Storm, crop demonstration man 
for the Ca/cade county farm bureau. 

A great deal of wheat and barley 

are Jost each year is Cascade county 
according to farm bureau report«,, due 
to the stinking and ball smut and 
every effort will be put forth by this 
organization to rid the county of it 
In 1017 all elevators in the county 
were inspected by the farm bureau and 
very little grain was found that was 
not affected with smut. The two 
succeeding years were drouth years 
and no inspections were made. A 
second inspection was made in 1020 
and the smut wheat had greatly de­
creased ow:ng to the clean seed which 
was furnished the farmers last spring 
for planting by the farm-bureau. 

A recent report from the division 
of agronomy of the California college 
of agriculture estimated the annual 

loss from stinking smut in California 
to be from 400,000 to 500,000 bushels. 
In 1918 the loss was estimated to be 
5.8 per cent of the total crop. 

County agents began advocating and 
demonstrating the use of the blue-
stone lime treatment for the control 
of this smut as recommended by Hie 
United States department of agricul­
ture with such good results that the 
estimated loss in California this year 
was reduced to about 2 per cent on 
a wheat crop of 9.840,000 bushels or 
a conservative estimate of a saving 
of $1.50 per bushel or $200.000 for 
the current year. >
