I.W.W. Chief 
Loses Appeal 

in High Court 
Washington, April 11.—The supreme 

court Monday refused to review the 
conviction of William D. Haywood and 
more than 79 other members of the 
I. W. W. on charges of having con­
spired to obstruct the war activities 
of the government. 

Refusal of the supreme court to in­
terfere closes the long fight to savp 
Haywood and his associates from 
prison. Only a presidential pardon can 
now prevent their entering upon the 
sentences imposed. 

Petition for review was based on the 
contention that the federal agents in 
conducting raids on the homes and of­
fices of officials of the I. W. W. on 
September f>. 1917, acted without search 
warrants and that the evidence thns 
obtained was illegal under recent rul­
ings of the supreme court. 

The cases were tried before Judge 
Landis in Chicago and sentences rang­
ing from one to twenty years were 
imposed. Most of the men were given 
their liberty on bond, aggregating $500,-
00O, pending the outcome of the ap­
peals. 

Specifically, Haywood and his asso­
ciates were charged with obstructing 
the war draft and violation of the 
espionage act.

The high­
wayman took to the woods, leaving his 
hat behind.

New York. April 11.—The stock mar­
ket today resumed Its recent dull and 
hesitant characteristics, although do­
mestic and foreign developments over 
the week end were mostly of a more 
encouraging nature. 

Ratio reserves of the federal reserve 
branch showed further substantial gains 
and advices from London intimated ! 
that the menace of a general industrial ! 
upheaval throughout the British Islands 
had been definitely averted. 

The local money market was distinct­
ly tighter, however, call loans opening 
ait 7 per cent and holding at that rate 
throughout the session. This was attri­
buted to the deficit in clearing house 
reserves, as disclosed in last Saturday's 
bank statement. There were fewer of­
ferings of time money and little Inquiry 
for merchants' paper. . 

Ralls were under mpderate pressurf. 
some«t>f the high class or investment 
issues easing 1 to 2 points. Conditions 
in that group were not improved by the 
further fractional decline of Pennsyl­
vania to the new low record of 32%. 

Oils, motors and many of the special 
ties comprising the food, tobacco, 
leather and textile issues were higher at 
their best by Äto nearly 3 points, cop­
pers also displaying a better trend. 
Much of this advantage was cancelled 
In the final hour when shorts raided 
the steels and equipments. Republic. 
Crucible, Bethlehem and Baldwin re­
acting sharply and causing a heavy 
close. Sales amounted to 350,000 shares. 

Exchange on London was responsive 
to the better labor outlook, rising 3% 
cents over last week's point. All other 
European rates were stronger, especial­
ly Italian. Spanish and Scandinavian 
remittance. 

Dealings in bonds were light and 
mainly lower. Liberty issues, almost 
without exception, closing a.t losses. 
Chinese railway 5's featured the foreign 
division, showing marked strength. 
Total sales (par value) $6,350,000. 

GRAIN AND PROVISIONS. 
Chicago, April 11.—Wheat dropped in 

value today to the lowest level since 
January, 1915 for May delivery. It 
was said exporters were trying to re­
sell and that farmers were hauling 
more freely In Illinois, Kansas and Ne­
braska. The market closed heavy, 2% 
cents to 5% cents net lower, with May 
$1.25% to $1.25%, and July $1.10% to 
$1.10%. Corn lost 1% cents to 2% cents, 
oats % to % cents to 1% cents, and 
provisions J.2% to 42% cents. 

Only a transient slight upturn of 
prices in the wheat market resulted 
from the cold weather of the last 48 
hours. Buying quickly subsided when 
Indications pointed to absence of any 
serious damage. Continuance of hopes 
for a settlement of the British coal 
strike tended further -to give an ad­
vantage to the bears, and proved much 
more than an offset for drouth news 
from Hungary, Roumania and Bulgar­
ia. Signs of an enlarged domestic 
movement from first hands gave a de­
cided additional impetus to the down­
ward swing. 

Corn and oats showed stubborn re­
sistance to bear pressure, but finally 
gave way in sympathy with wheat. 
The relative firmness of the feed 
grains was ascribed to opinions that 
unlike wheat, the oats crop had per­
haps been injured a good deal by 
freezing weather. 

Lower quotations on hogs and Rrain 
took away support from provisions.

Washington, April II.—Legisla­
tion to put "teeth" In labor de­
partment efforts to conciliate 
laijor disputes was urged Monday 
by Secretary Davis. Both sides 
should be compelled to live up to 
agreements reached or decisions 
of arbitrators they have accepted, 
he said. 

"This is not compulsory arbi­
tration." Mr. Oavis said. "I 1I0 
not believe It feasible to pass laws 
against the right of workmen to 
strike, but I believe there should 
be laws to make all parties to 

labor disputes try to get together 
before strikes are called." 

"I believe there should be a law 
to compel both sides to live up to 
the terms of any agreement they 
reach," Mr. Davis said. "If they 
agree to acoept the decision of an 
arbitrator, I believe they should be 
compelled by law to live up to his 
decisions." 

Mr. Davis said unemployment 
throughout the country was In­
creasing, but most workers had 
saved enough to tide them over the 
crisis.

Washington, April 11.—Emper­

or Toshioto of Japan in a letter 
transmitted Monday to President 
Harding by the Japanese embassy
