New York, April 25.—Further varia­

ble accessions to last week's belated ad­
vance were registered in the course of 
today's active and expansive stock 
market. Ralls were almost the only 
important Issues to derive little or no 
benefit. 

Accompanied by a turnover of about 
1.075,000 Shares, the popular oils, mo­
tors, steels, coppers, shippings, and va­
rious specialties scored extreme gains 
of 1 to 5 points. This advance was 
materially reduced before the close, 
however, on extensive selling for prof­
its. 

Reasons for the relative backward­
ness of rails were found in advices over 
the week-end from leading railway ter­
minals. These . in substance reported 
another decrease of tonnage at western 
points and marked decreases at east­
ern and southern centers. 

Most other incidents were encourag­
ing, notably the stronger domestic bank 
position and the trend of events 
abroad. Less tension was observed in 
the British Industrial situation and the 
question of German reparations seemed 
to have entered upon a more satisfac­
tory phase. 

The foreign exchange strengthened 
perceptiby in connection with the latter 
development, bills on London rising to 
highest quotations since last July, the 
demand approximating 3.95. Stockholm 
and Christiania were the only note­
worthy exceptions. Even the German 
mark gained materially. 

Anomalous conditions prevailed in 
the money market, all demand loans 
holding at 6% per cent on the ex­
change, althongh that quotation was 
again shaded by a full 1 per cent in 
most outside negotiations. Interior 
banks were reported to have added to 
local reserves, but time funds, even for 
the shorter maturities, were unaltered. 

Liberty issues, which comprised the 
bulk of the day's operations in the 
bond market, closed at nominal reces-

. sions and other bonds, domestic and 
foreign, were Inclined to react moder­
ately.

To Settle Sanity First. 
Highly involved legal questions will 

be argued before Judge J. B. Leslie 
after the question of Mrs. N'ess' sanity 
hag been decided by the jury but coun­
sel for both sides in the trial now in 
progress stated that evidence now in­
troduced will touch only upon Mrs. 
Ness' mental state when she killed her 
husband. Final decision as to the dis­
tribution of the property wili be 
reached later by the court. 

Mrs. Ness died of self inflWed in­
juries two days after she killed her 
husband, and before her death she 
signed a will bequeathing her estate to 
her relatives, who are named defend­
ants in the «'asp now on trial. They 
are Clara Moen of Wisconsin, sister 
of Airs. Ness and Ben IÎ. Comings of 
Great Falls as executor of the estate 
and guardian of his minor son. nho 
was made a beneficiary in Mrs. Ness' 
will.

The 
suit is brought by Mary Thompson and 
Anna Kjelmo of Wisconsin and Anna 
Ness and Ole Ness of Norway, sisters 
and brother of Mr. Ness.

Information ob­
tained by officials at the time was 
that Mr. Ness died Saturday night and 
that Mrs. Ness remained in the house 
alone with the body until Monday 
morning. She had slashed her wrists 
when she was found and. it was 
thought, had drank a poisonous drug. 
She died two days later. Mr. Ness 
had for many years been contractor 
in Great Falls and was identified with 
the construction of sevbral of the c;ty's 
largest buildings.
