State Railroad Commission 
M Orders Redution of 20 

Per Cent. 

Helena, May 1.—Twenty per cent 
reduction in intrastate freight rates on 
sand, gravel, cement nnd -TUshod or 
broken stone has been made b.v the 
Montana railroad commission putting 
the rates back where they were prior 
to August, 1920, when the commission 
permitted the companies to apply the 
schedule allowed by the interstate 
commerce commission. 

The commission in its ruling declares 
that the rates now in force have been 
demonstrated as unreasonable and be­
yond tne value of the service given. 

With many big building projects be­
ing held up in Montana because of high 
freight rates that make it impossible 
or inadvisable to proceed, and consid­
ering the need for construction work 
not. only to provide homes and econom­
ic facilities for people but to ̂  provide 
work for them, rates should be ad­
justed so as to aid in the revival of 
industry, the commission says. 

The new rates are effective 20 days 
after the railroads have received cer­
tified copies of the commission's order. 
On April 15 the commission held a 
hearing on the rate question and much 
evidence was presented by the railroad 
officials and persons promoting public 
works.

of God on this earth 20 centuries a.. 
The leading civilized nations of earth, 
representing its best culture and in­
tellect, accept that fact without dis­
pute. If you should canvass the opin­
ion of the 25,000 inhabitants of Great 
Falls on the subject. "Do you believe 
that Jesus Christ is the Son of God?" 
you would get an overwhelming affir­
mative, but there is far more said in 
the Bible on the second coming of 
Christ, that coming which is now at 
our very doors, than there is upon the 
first coming. And yet, if you should 
canvass public opinion upon the sub­
ject, "Do you believe that Jesus 
Christ is soon to return to the earth," 
you would find great confusion and 
utter vacuity of mind. 

"We are as ignorant today of the 
fact that Jesus Christ is about to re­
turn to the earth as the people were 
20 centuries ago of the fact that He 
was then to appear. It is supposed 
that this subject of the coming of the 
Lord is a very deep, abstruse one, only 
to be understood by leading ministers 
of the gospel and within the walls of 
the theological school: but our learned 
divines are in thê main about as astray 
on this subject as the learned divines 
of 20 centuries ago went astray when 
Christ appeared. 

Appeal to People. 
"It, was the common people that 

heard Him gladly then, and to the com­
mon people we must appeal today. The 
Bible is a plain book for plain people. 
In our American law, we want the 
most highly educated judges on the 
bench; we want the most expert bar­
risters to plead at the bar, but when 
the verdict is to be found, we want 12 
men from the common walks of life, 
and this because the degree and quality 
of intellect which they possess is the 
swiftest and safest in reaching a con­
clusion as to guilt. 

"My reading of the Bible has con­
vinced me that Jesus Christ, will return 
to this earth, but I have no right to 
demand that you must accept my view. 
I have, however, the right, nay, it is 
an obligation resting upon me, to call 
your attention to three things which 
involve you in this matter.
