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Day is One of Reminiscences 
at French Champion's Train­

ing Camp. 
Manhasset, N. T., May 25.—It was a 

day of reminiscences rather than of 
work at Georges Carpentier's camp. 

Compelled to cut short the day's pro­
gram because of rain, Carpentier, his 
manager, Descamps, and Sam McVey, 
who called to offer his services, enter­
tained newspapermen with tales of 
boxing bouts of a decade and more 
ago. 

While going through a half hour s 
work in the gymnasium, Carpentier 
recalled to McVey and Descamps a 
night in Paris in 1909, when Georges 
was making his debut as a lightweight. 
The three were members of a traveling 
boxing troupe. Descamps was the star, 
Carpentier the semi-finalist and McVey 
the manager. 

Carpentier won from his opponent, 
Gloria, in seven rounds, and Descamps 
won a 10-round bout. Carpentier re­
ceived 20 fanes, Descamps got 40 and 
McVey, 16. 

Vicious Shadow Boxer. 
In his workout the challenger was 

more impressive than on Monday. His 
shadow boxing was vicious and at the 
bag he delivered his punches with a 
stroke that he did not show before. 
This morning the challenger braved 
the rain for a short run about the camp, 
then had two hours of sleep. 

Carpentier realizes that in Jack 
Dempsey he will meet the greatest 
fighter of his career, and that victory, 
if it comes to him, must be gained by 

! what he terms "superior fighting intel­
ligence." 

Carpentier's estimate of Dempsey, 
as revealed in a conversation with a 
British sportsman, will be interesting 
to those who are following the train­
ing progress of the pugilists. 

"I shall face Jack Dempsey confi­
dent that he is the strongest, the 
fiercest man against whom I have 
dared to put on gloves," declared the 
challenger. 

"There is joy in the prospect of 
meeting such a man. I will go into the 
ring with the odds against me. Un­
doubtedly Dempsey will be the favor­
ite, not because of sentiment or preju­
dice, or blind partisanship, but because 
his great strength is at once obvious 
and unquestionable. 

"It is possible that in a trial of sheer, 
or what you say brute strength, he 
would prove to be my superior but I 
hold that while power, the ability to 
hit .with almost abnormal force, is a 
primary qualification, fighting science 
is also of the first importance."
