Hotel Sample Rooms
Are Well Filled by

Commercial Travelers

Sample rooms occupied and regis-
trations at Great Falls with the ap-

proach of the summer buying n
show that the number of representa-
tives of standard commercial houses
tn this syear as large as usual, but
thyt the fly-by-nighter-the-house whose
trade rides only the crest of prosperity
waves is mnot generally making the
rounds. Nearly all of the hotel sample
rooms in Great Falls were occupied
June 1 and at one of the larger hotels
there was a waiting list.

A short vanvas among the com-
mercial men brought out the fact that
buginess is somewhat above 1920 with
some houses, and that all traveling
men report a fair trade. There are
few commercial men who are not opti-
mistic concerning the progpects for an
early improvement and there are in-
stances where an emphatic betterment
of conditions has been noted.

A representative of a Minneapolis
automobile concern stated that his
house is now consigning over 600 cars
a day to western points, as against
200 cars daily a short time ago.
Bimilar reports are made on other lines
of business and house representatives
cite numerous reasons for expecting
a continuation of the trend towards
normal. Reduced prices, lower costs
of materials and increased employment
are steadily bringing about better con-

New York, June 2.—An eight per cent
rate for call loans, further price revis-
lons, and another low record of 8 for
liberty 8!%'s bonds contributed today
to the reactionary stock market.

factors, although the last dry spot in
Kansas was reported to have been
thoroughly soaked. The topmost point
reache today by the July delivery,
$1.41%, showed an advance of about 40
cents & bushel since April.

RETURN [5 SOUGHT

BY RUSSIAN PARTY

Country Needs Help of Outside
Business If It Is Reestab-
lished.

New York.—(Correspondence of The
Associated Press.)—Russian business
men under the old regime, now scatter-
ed in other countries, are looking for-
ward to being called back to take part
in the regeneration of Russia. This
is the view stated by Mr. Berline, for-
merly head of the Bank of Petrograd
and now a director of an association
of Russian business men and financiers

who were prominent before the revolu-
tion. The organization has its head-
quaters in Paris, and Mr. Berline is
here to advance its interests in this
country.

Mr. Berline said the association em-
braced about B0 per cent of Russia's

ess men and financial interests.
including representatives of all the im-
portant Russian banks, as well as
captains of Russian industry and com-
merce,
. Among the members of the associa-
tion named by Mr. Berline are the
Nobel brothers. who controlled the
greater part of the Russian petrolenm
industry, and Count A. A. Bobrinsky
and L. 1. Brodsky. leaders of the Rus-
sian sugar industry. The association
is headed by N. K. Denisov, a Russian
financier.

Mr. Berline =aid that the association
has protested to the British Prime
Minister, Mr. Lloyd George, against the
trade agreement afterward made be-
tween Great Britain and “the so-called
Roviet government'’ of Russia. In do-
ing so, President Denisov informed the
British premier that the power of the
bolsheviki was waining befgre the ris-
ing wave of popular indignation al-
though it might be prolonged for a
brief period by terror and bloodshed.

“Realizing fully that the re-estab-

lishment of the world's economic equi-
librium is impossible withput Russia,
we feel at the same time that trade
with the bolsheviki will not, in the
least, hasten Russia’s re-entry into
world economics. On the contrary, it
would only render the word economic
crisis move acute, mince it would tend
to prol the bolshevist rule in Rus-
sia, and the country would continue in
a state of political and economic an-
archy.
“We join all the other elements of
he Russian people in greeting the
splendid attitnde of the government and
of the people of the United States to-
wards the bolshevist overtures. There
is" no possibility for any considerable
trade with Rusaia, until Russia returns
to normal political and economie condi-
tions. In order to be able to buy, Rus-
sia must sell. If Russia’s production
is re-established, she will be able to
export again her foodstuffs and raw
materials. Russia's export before the
war amounted to over $750,000,000. It
is only on the basis of this export that
she will be able to import what she
needs.

“It may be said, and quite justly,
that in order to be able to re-establish
production, Russia needs rolling stock
and machinery from abroad. This very
fact makes it necessary for Ruesia to
return as 1ulckly as possible to nor-
mal political conditions. :
