appealed to his
audience for great-
er self sacrifice in
their daily lives,
and pointed out
the beauty and ef-
icacy of a sacri-
fice that is made

for the good of
one's fellow maa.
The Rer. Mr.
Johmson declared
that no greater
misgsion eould be
performed in a single life time than
the unstinted and constant expendi-
ture of physical and spiritual strength
in the interest of others. He as-

gerted that the American negro has a
beritage of which he may well be
proud, and exhorted his hearers to
dedicate their lives to the development
of a nobler, higher and more exalted
race.
