FINANCIAL. 
New York, Aug. 31.—The stock mar­

ket today forfeited a considerable part 
of its recent substantial recovery. This 
was attributed to the absence of new 
constructive forces, which provoked a 
renewal of bearish aggressions. 

Contrary to promises held out yes­
terday, the money market developed 
greater firmness. The official rate for 
call loans opened at 5 per cent and this 
was increased to 5% per cent in the 
final hour. There also was a distinct 
contraction of time funds, although 
these rates were unaltered. 

Additional July statements of rail­
road earnings were mainly favorable, 
but investment transportations were 
unresponsive, especially on the Hill 
group and leading coalers. Other deter­
rent factors included a survey of gen­
eral business conditions which indicat­
ed that stabilization of prices was still 
in progress, especially as applying to 
the steel industry. 

Early stock market prices were Ir­
regular, the list becoming more reac­
tionary at mid-day. Later dealings 
were characterized by the erratic 
fluctuations of Mexican Petroleum, 
which finally closed at a slight reces­
sion and the strength of Studebaker. 

United States Steel and independent 
shares of that class, as well as equip­
ments, secondary motors, shippings, 
coppers and many speculative Issues of 
indefinite description registered irregu­
lar net declines. Sales amounted to 
535,000 shares. 

Buying of British and French bills 
to cover September maturities as well 
as speculative accounts imparted vari­
able strength to foreign exchanges. De­
mand sterling was 4% cents above its 
çecent low and guilders again were 
conspicuously strong.
