FINANCIAL.

New York, Sept. 19.—Concerted op-
position to the recent recovery in the
stock market was reflected in the re-
actionary course of today’s trading.
Prices were barely steady at the outset,
irregular at mid-day and heavy in th
final hour when offerings were most
extensive.

News and other developments over
the week end contributed to these un-
stable conditions. Railroad centers re-
ported another marked decrease of*idle
freight cars, but more wage reductions
and curtalled production were an-
nounced in various lines of {ndustry.

A cut In the Guaranty Trust com-
pany’s dividend and the more pressing
financial requirements of secondary
speclalty commitments, notably food
products, also provided the shorts with
fresh ammunition for another rald.

Money rates remained easy, however,
last Saturday's large gain of reserves
b{ clearing house banks bringing ad-
ditional amounts of cash into the mar-
ket. On the exchange the five per cent
| opening quotation for call loans soon
fell to 4%, with the usual shading of
this figure In private negotiations.

Bull pools resumed their campaign
with United States Steel as the lead-
er at an early gain of almost two
points. Associated issues rose almost
to like extent with oils, motors, and
their accessories and a few speclalties.

When it became evident that the rise
lacked public support the market grad-
unlly reacted. Equipments, olls, mo-
tors and coal shares were most vul-
| nerable, fallilng 1 to 4 points, under
|last week's quotations, Baldwin and
| American Locomotives, General Elec-
tric, Mexican Petroleum, General As-
| phalt and Crucible Steel were the
| weakest and United States Steel can-
celled its gain.
