done by the chapter," said Mrs. Carrier, 
"and we are anxious to have everyone 
go through their closets and sort out 
everything that can be consistently 
given. The need is urgent in some cases 
and responses previously made to re­
quests of this kind cause us to believe 
that the present campaign will bring 
in much useful material." 

The approach of winter has had the 
effect of revealing a .number of fami­
lies that lack sufficient clothing. Mrs. 
Carrier stated, and the request has 
been made that donors make a thor­
ough job of searching for discarded 
garments. 

Exhaust Fund Given In 1919 
Mrs. Carrier says that $14,(XX) worth 

of materials was donated to the Cas­
cade county chapter in 101D by the na­
tional organization at Washington, all 
of which has been exhausted. She says, 
too, that the chapter feels there is 110 
need to question any of the cases in 
which aid is given, as a thorough in­
vestigation of the merits is made in 
every instance, so that none but de­
serving persons may receive the help 
of the chapter. . 

"Our practice of strict investigation 
has apparently become unknown, she 
said, as we are never troubled with im -
posters nt all. Every case is found 
meritorious." 

Aid Ex-Service Men 
The Cascade county chapter has 

been instrumental in obtaining insur­
ance. compensation and other relief 
for disabled war veterans to the 
amount of $130,000, it is said by those 
in charge, and a representative from 
the northern division of the American 
Ked Cross on a recent occasion made 
the statement that the local chapter 
was "100 per cent efficient."
