THE $2.00 PER SHARE 
SECRET ADMISSION 

BY GORDON 0. SHAFER 

(For more than five years past the writer of this article has 
served in the capacity of secretary, treasurer and manager of the 
Great Falls Building and Loan Association). 

This is one of a series of articles to be published weekly in The 
Tribune describing in a oandid manner the inner workings of the Great 
Falls Building and Loan Association and others, and why it is safer, 
more profitable and convenient for residents of Great Falls to transaot 
business with the home association. 

° Before naming some of the handsome sums appropriated 
by men behind the promotion end of building and loan associa­
tions in Montana, it is well to again emphasize the sharp 
dividing line between operating such an association for the 
benefit of the community and the members, and manipulating 
an association and its members for the benefit of a few 
promoters. 

There are twenty-two Montana associations operating 
today. Most of them are quite old and a few were organized 
in territorial days. So smoothly and efficiently do they func­
tion that few of them are known outside of their home com­
munities. 

At the head of the list may be placed the Custer County 
Association operating in Miles City, organized orer thirty 
years ago and with present strength in resources of one mil­
lion dollars. Their loauing rate is rather strong but all profits 
of whatever nature go—not to individuals—but to the associa­
tion for benefit of nil members. Office services and office 
space are donated by affiliated interests so the expense is 
negligible and as a result the net earning to members is a 
fraction over 11% annually. 

Some of the ultra modern operators call the Miles City 
concern old fashioned, but no one questions its integrity or 
safety. The .officers do not make promiscous guarantees, 
and what they promise—they perform. A round dozen of 
other Montana associations operate on the same conservative 
plan. The Great Falls Association is one of them and while 
we believe we have modernized some few features, it has 
not been done at the expense of safety. 

About five ypars ago the standing and reputation of the 
old Montana associations attracted the attention of wide­
awake promoters who quickly grasped the opportunity to or­
ganize and apply their principles to new institutions. 

Now the promotion plan to be successful should be at least 
state wide in scope and for obvious reasons most of the 
business should be transacted at long rauge from the home 
office. Regardless of the youth of such an association, and 
though it has never matured shares, it is customary to 
promise more than the old associations; but the agents' prom­
ises and guarantees are only verbal, and definite printed or 
written contracts are Jacking. The main idea is to work 
fast for fees, tell the customer anything in securing his sig­
nature to a subscription blank, and it will not be difficult to 
outguess him. for he believes that all associations are organ­
ized and run for the benefit of the members. 

Three Montana associations in particular were organized 
in recent years for promotion purposes—at Butte. Hillings, 
Dillon. Their wandering solicitors and misleading literature 
have corrupted the entire state with impossible promises; and 
misguided people who mistake noise for efficiency and 
accomplishment believe them to be the oldest and most suc­
cessful in the state. 

We have already hinted at some handsome totals appropri­
ated from customers' accounts under the $2.00 per share 
secret admission fee. 

A Butte outfit operating under this contract plan for 
less than six years advertises that they have sold 150,000 
shares. At $2.00 per share this means $300,000.00 deducted 
from customers' individual accounts, then split between pro­
moters and salesmen; also 2% of the earnings of the associa­
tion is taken for operating expense. Thus $300,000.00 and 
2% of the annual earnings have been lost to members. 

A new Billings concern near two and one-hatf years old 
has already made a reputation for speed. 100,000 shares 
sold have brought. $200,000.00 to the promoters and they 
hav« also taken '2% of the earnings of the association for 
operating expense. 

The contract or promotion system devotes its full energy 
toward securing new members, for sooner or later the time 
comes to settle with the old member, and after that settlement 
he becomes a lifelong enemy of a certain association and of all 
associations in general. 

The Great Falls Association puts all its earnings into one 
fund for the benefit of all members. The expense account 
is bandied as in any other legitimate business, and is kept as 
low as can be. All expense items are audited by a com­
mittee. The secretary-treasurer is the only salaried official. 
The attorney receives a small fee for examining titles. The 
remaining officers and directors from the president down have 
donated their time and serviqes and some money with no 
reimbursement to date. There are no promotion profits in 
this institution.

CEMENTPLANTS 
TO BE STARTED 
BEFORE SPRING 

Operations at Hanover and Tri­
dent During Winter Will 

Become Necessary. 

Recovery of the construction busi­
ness in Montana will have so far ad­
vanced by next spring that both the 
Trident and Hanover plants of the 
Three Forks Portland Cement compa­
ny will resume operations during the 
winter, it was announced in Great 
Falls Saturday by George N. Short, 
state sales manager for the company. 
The plants have a combined capacity of 
3,200 barrels a day and have both been 
closed since last March. 

Many States Build Roads. 
Construction of concrete highways 

reached a large volume over the coun­
try during the last summer, Mr. Short 
stated, several states placing the great­
est yardage since this type of material 
was adopted for hard surface roads. 
In the state of Washington more than 
2,000,000 yards of concrete roads were 
built and in Illinois, New York, Mich­
igan, Ohio and other eastern states 
construction was conducted on a large 
scale. 

"It will be necessary for the Han­
over and Trident plants to both resume 
work before next spring," said Mr. 
Short at Hotel Rainbow, "for otir 
stocks have run so low that there will 
be no chance to supply the trade an­
other year without turning out new 
material. We did not close down at all 
last winter and went into the new 
year with ah immense stock of cement 
on hand, but the surplus is now nearly 
all consumed. 

Extending Hard Surface. 
"Construction in Montana has been 

comparatively light this year, but 
there is substantial evidence that it 
will pick up rapidly with the coming 
of another year.; Outside of the cities, 
there is now in Montana 30 miles of 
concrete highways, located in Silver 
Bow, Deer Lodge, Yellowstone, Galla­
tin and Fergus counties. Hard sur­
face roads have been built in compara­
tively short stretches where it has been 
placed, but the outlook for rapid ex­
tension of the mileage is very good." 

Mr. Short states that all highway 
material men believe that the construc­
tion of a transcontinental hard surface 
road will be built eventually and that 
the demand for such an improvement 
is growing rapidly that the next 
few years will probably see the move­
ment greatly accelerated.
