recommendation made by the Pan-Pa-
cific Educational conference held here.
The resolutiod was addressed to gov-
ernments of states touched by the
Pacific ocean.

The conference recommended that
the governments immediately make ad-
equate provision in their university
systems for a scientific study of Paci-
fic problems, especially that of popula-
tion, and early arrange for the wide
dissemination of this knowledge.

The resolutions also congratulated
President Harding on his “initiative in
inviting the great powers of the world
to the international disarmament con-
ference,” while the educational meet-
ing reaffirmed its emphatic endorse-
ment of the policy of limiting arma-
ments and expressed its hope that the
Washington's conference may be pro-
ductive of more benefici results.
Other recommendations advised:

Arbitration Should Be Taught

“That there should be incorporated
in the educational programs of the
Pacific nations definite teachings in-
culcating the ideals of peace and the
desirability of the settlement of inter-
national disputes by arbitration,

“That scientific research into the
causes of war should be promoted by
governments or educational agencies.
