Nine Million Autos 
and Trucks Ready if 

Rail Strike Comes 
„ York, Oct. 17.—More than 
9,000,000 automobiles and'tracks will 
be available for emergency use if the 
railroad strike called for October 30 
goes into effect, Alfred Reeves, general 
manager of the National Automobile 
Chamber of Commerce, declared in a 
statement Monday. 

Mr. Reeves said the motor trucks 
of the country could easily handle the 
freight necessary to relieve emergen­
cies, and added that in cities, commut­
ing passenger traffic could be taken 
care of by motor buses. 

Farmers, Mr. Reeves said, own 139,-
000 trucks and these, with those in cit­
