Mrs. Graves reported the 
holdup to the police a short time after 
Alleman had been placed under ar-

that she had been held up and robbed 
of a bracelet. 

May Change Charge 
Alleman was booked at the city jail 

on a charge of highway robbery, but 
it was stated Sunday by County At­
torney Howard Bennet that the charge 
may be changed owing to the nature 
of the alleged attacks upon the vic­
tims. 

Alleman came to Great Falls last 
summer from Canada and complained 
to officials that he had been illegally 
deported from the dominion. While he 
was working on the pavement during 
the city employes' strike he was struck 
on the head by a piece of concrete, 
hurled by one Scott, who is now serv­
ing a penitentiary sentence for his act. 
Alleman was struck behind the ear 
and seriously injured.
