Washington, Nov. 25.—(By The As-
gociated Press).—Although the arms
conference is taking mo steps toward
limitation of armies, it was said author-
itatively Friday night that the question
of land armaments was “in reserve,”
and might come up for at least a gen-
eral expression of policy when the
naval and far eastern problems are out
of the way.

Any attempt to secure a hard and
fast agreement on land armaments, it
was pointed out, would involve many
handicaps which do not apply to the
limitation of mnaval power.

Craig Takes Steps
to Stop Outrages
in Ulster Capital

London, Nov. 25.—(By The Associ-
ated Press).—Sir James Craig, the
Ulster premier, sent a message to the
government at Belfast urging defensive
measures against ‘“‘the dastardly out-
rages” upon the loyalists ‘‘no matter
how severe the provocation'.

“I have learned with the greatest of
horror.” said the message, ‘‘of the
dastardly outrages upon loyalists in the
city of Belfast. I am taking drastic
action at once.

“I appeal to all who trust in me to
remain strictly on the defensive and
when I return Saturday I promise to
take personal charge of the situation.
I hope an actual crisis may be avoided
in my absence.”

EXTRA POLICE FORCE
ORDERED TO BELFAST
Belfast, Nov. 25.—(By The Associ-
ated Press.)—Considerable forces of
troops and special police were expected
to arrive here Friday to assist in
quelling the disorders which have raged
intermittently for the last five days,
The death list for the series of out-
breaks had reached 27 Thursday night,
after a day marked by the bombing of
fhree tram-cars and desultory shoot-
ing in which seven persons were
killed and a number seriously injured.

In a low, ealm voice he replied to
all questions asked by the court-mar-
tial. e modestly related the roman-
tic carcer he has had since he began
working with Semonoff to combat bol-
shevist eontrol of central Siberia and
told of their agreement with the Pu-
tuktu of Mongolia, at Urga, whereby
un gutonomous state wag to be main-
tained much as it was uader the old
Russian empire,

But the Mongols tired of the agree-
ment with Semonoff and his Cosgack
bands, who were finally foreed to
move #cross into Siberia to get food.
There the troops Baron Ungern-Stern-
berg was commanding met overwhelm-
ing forces from the Far Eastern re-
publie’s army and he was ecaptured.
