Mitchell and Duncan Blame
Heat for Losing in Champion-
ship Match at Washington.

London, Nov. 206.—A correspondent
who accompanied Mitchell and Duncan,
the British golfers on their recent tour
in the United States, says that of all
the matches ﬁlnyed the least satis-
factory were those against Hagon and
Barnes. The Britishers lost both, and
they cannot explain their defeat, ex-
cept that the two Americans on both
occasions played irresistible, even won-
derful, golf.

Mitchell and Duncan have come back
to this country firm in the conviction
that Hagen and Barnes are the two
best golfers in America. If a prefer-
ence has to be given, then they give
it to Hagen. To English golfers, who
bhad many opportunities of seeing the
Americans on British golf courses dur-
fng the past two summers, this is a
startling statement, Hagen, they say,
is an extremely powerful player, who
{8 imbued with a terrible earnestness.
Considering that Hagen does not now
follow golf as a means of livelibood,
that he is attached to ng club in a8 pro-
fessional capacity, and, consequently,
his amount of practice is severely lim-
fted, he is to be warmly congratulated
upon his undisputed pre-eminence as
one of the few great golfers of the

nge.

The Englishmen derived mueh sat-
{sfaction from the fact that they de-

feated “Jock™ Hutehison, the reigning |-

British champion, and Barnes, the
United Stateg open champion, on the
three oceasions they met,

According to present arrangements,
Hutehison will be at Royal St
George's, Sandwich, next year to de-
fend his title. He will not be the only
“American,” for Hagen and Barnes,
among others, have decided to make
another bid for the British champion-
ship. Sandwich is hardly the kind of
links that will suit Barnes, who plays
the low-flying shot with run from right
to left. At lilnyul St. George's, where
there are mountainous sand dunes to
negotinte from the tee, the paramount
shot i« the one hit high with tremend-
ous “carry.” It is a links especially
suited to the styles of Hutchison and
Hagen on the American  side -and
Mitchell and Ray on the British side.
All four are disciples of the *“all air
route.!  But the championship is a
long, long way off, and much may hap-
uen before English golfers assemble on
the shores of Pegwell bay to win back
the cup which now reposes in America
for the first time in its long history.

BAOGS WING HOME
IN OHID- FIGHTS:

Writers Place Him in Spot
Light After He Shows Wares
in Tournament.

Akron, Ohio, is claiming Pete Broui
Great Falls middleweight, as one o
the coming middleweights in the game
and as their own, according to Cleve-
land sport writers in their accounts
of a recent boxing tournament held in
Cleveland under the auspices of the
Marotta A. C. Bross is fighting in the
158-pound class and showed the best
wares of any of the participants, ac-
cording to the writers, und would have
eadily won the final bout in his 5
unless he had nccidentally fouled his
opponent, ¢

“Akron might have been the winner
of the middleweight event,” the state-
ment said, “but Pete Bross of that
town, while having & blg advantage
over Jack Butler of Dayton, accident-
ally fouled the latter by butting him
in the groin in the second round. Both
boys and all the fans present agreed
that the foul was absolutely unin-
tentional, but ag Butler was unable to
continue there was no other course
than to award him the fight. Bross
was an eas wyinner up to the time of
the accidental foul."

Wins Semi-Finals in 20 Seconds

Bross won the right to fight in the
final bout of the middlewelfht com-
petition by knocking-out Billy Matty
of Cleveland in 20 seconds in the semi-
final bout. Matty is evidently the pride
of Cleveland followers of the pugi-
listic pastime, in view of the praise
given him by the Cleveland sport writ-
ers as the tournament progressed, He

was picked as an easy winner over
Bross and, according to the press re-
ports, the followers of the Clevelund
middleweight were dumbfounded when
their idol was dropped for the fatal
10 before they had time to realize the
bout had started. Bross evidently went
after his opponent in the same man-
ner ho went after Ohneill Colling at
Havre, whom he knocked out in less
than a half minute in the semi-windup
to the Monk Fowler-Earl France bout
some time ago.

Bross, according to the sport writ-
ers of Cleveland, is hailed as one of
the best middleweights among the com-
ers and they are predicting a great
future for the Great Falls boy. They
describe him as a sturdy middleweight
who is willing to take a j)uncb to lngd
one and is rarely found getting the
worst of the exchange.

Fought Way Into Favor

“Bross is the type of pugilist who
will fight for everything he gains,”
according to one of the Cleveland writ-
ers, “‘and any middleweight who stands
toe to toe with him and fights back
i very apt to get the worst of the
milling. The newcomer from Akron
has fought his way into the favor of
Cleveland fandor and his appearance
before them in the future will be to
their satisaction, for they will be sure
of seeing plenty of action and the odds
are 10 to 1 that there will be knock-
out because of Bross's aggressive tac-
tics. If he fails to knock out his op-
ponent it will take plenty of punching
to make the busky middieweight step
buek and none of the fighters in the
tournament were able to make him
crawl into a shell of any kind."

It is hardly possible the Great Falls
fighter will return to Montana for
some time, us he stated that he has
some fights lined up for the next few
months at Cleveland, Akron snd Day-
ton. His next opponent will be the
same fighter whom he fouled and the
bout will be held the middle of this
week. The papers are predicting an
easy victory for him, as he is too bard
a puncher for the Dayton middle-
weight.
