ATTEMPT TO BURN 
VACANT DWELLING 

Oil Can Confirms Chief's Be­
lief That Fire Was Work 

of Arsonist. 

Fire of incendiary origin had a good 
Rtart toward the destruction of an un­
occupied two story frame house at 
305 Ninth avenue south late -Monday 
night, but. firemen arrived in time to 
halt the flames before they had spread 
beyond control. People who were 
passing along Ninth avenue at the 
time, saw the flames through the win­
dows, and turned in the alarm. 

An investigation of the premises by 
Fire Chief E. ,T. Trodick brought to 
light a partly filled can of coal oil, 
which was found a short distance from 
the place where the fire started. The 
finding of this cam, together with the 
report of residents living near the 
house that they had seen a man leave 
the place at 9:30 o'clock and run to­
wards Second street, convinced Chief 
Trodick that the fire was deliberately 
set. 

The chief will make a complete in­
vestigation of the house today (Tues­
day), he said, in hopes of finding a 
clue that will lead to the discovery of 
the arsonist. The report at the fire 
station said that the blaze had caused 
damage amounting to approximately 
$100, the flames eating a hole in the 
ceiling and destroying a staircase, un­
der which it had started. Chief Tro­
dick said the house belonged to Nick 
Raatz. a former Great Falls liquor 
dealer.

St. Paul, Dee. 5.—Directors of the 
Great Northern railway meeting today 
voted the regular quarterly dividend of 
1 3-4 per cent, payable February 22, to 
stockholders of record on December 31. 
The dividend will total about $4,230 
000, it was said. 

Buffalo, N. Y„ Dec. 5.—The penalty 
imposed upon Babe Ruth and two oth­
er players of the New York American 
league team for disregarding an order 
against playing in exhibition games 
following the world's series contest, 
overshadowed all else in interest 
among baseball men, minor and ma­
jor. here for the twenty-first annual 
meeting of the National Association 
of Professional Baseball Leagues. 

Deals for players, President Michael 
H. Sexton's campaign for greater 
economy in the agreement of smaller 
leagues, and the possibility of rein­
statement of the draft system between 
mniors and majors, were temporarily 
sidetracked while magnates and play­
ers discussed Commissioner Landis 
ruling and its possible effect on the 
national game next season. Tt was 
the generally expressed opinion that 
best interests of the game demanded 
disciplining of the players. 

Colonel Jacob C. Huppert and Col­
onel T. L. Huston, owners of the \ an­
kers. said after reading a copy of Com-
missioner Landis' ruling that they 
w o u l d  a b i d e  b y  i t .  . . .  

The national board of arbitration 
took up 126 cases of disputes over 
contracts, releases and other issues 
growing out of the season's play in 26 
minor leagues. 

Among the cases passed upon was 
that of W. J. Kenworthy. of Seattle.

The 
board found that his contract carried 
a full reservation clause and disallowed 
his application for release.

Chicago, Dec. 5—The "bad news" 
for Babe Ruth, world's champion home 
run hitter with the New York Yan­
kees, broke Monday. 

Ruth was fined for his world's se­
ries prize, amounting to $3,362.26, and 
suspended until May 20 of the 1922 
season by Judge Landis? commissioner 
of baseball, for participating in ex­
hibition games following the close of 
the world's series game between the 
Giants and the Yankees. 

Outfielder Bob Meusel and Pitcher 
William Piercy, also members of the 
Pennant winning Yankees, who partici­
pated in the barnstorming trip with 
Ruth, drew substantially the same pen­
alty. Titcher Piercv's fine was $100 
less, his share of the world's series 
being that much less than the other 
players received. 

No Record Breaking 
The suspension of Ruth for at least 

the first month of the American league 
pennant race practically means, base­
ball observers pointed out, that the 
New York slugger will have little 
chance of breaking his home run rec­
ord of 59 next season. 

The decision punishing Ruth and the 
other players, which, in the baseball 
world, rests as the most important 
Judge Lundis has made since he be­
came commissioner, was made after 
two months' deliberation. After the 
ujoyers gave up their tour, Judge Lan­
dis sent each a questionnaire, asking 
their reasons for violating the rules 
of organized baseball. The rule, en­
acted in 1911, forbids a member of a 

team competing in the world's cham­
pionship series from participating in 
any exhibition games after the close 
of the series. Ruth replied to the 
questionnaire, but neither of the oth­
ers answered it. 

Willful Violation, He Says 
Judge Landis, in his decision, said 

the offending players "willfully and 
defiantly" violated the rules and that 
the situation" involved not merely rule 
violation "but rather a mutinous de­
fiance intended by the players to pre­
sent this question: "Which is the big­
ger. baseball or any individual in base­
ball?" 

LET IT GO. SAYS RUTH 
WHEN TOLD OF PENALTY 

Washington, Dec. 5.—"Well, just let 
it. go at that for the present," Babe 
Ruth declared when informed of the 
decision of Judge Landis, repriving him 
of his share of the world's series 
money and suspending him until May 
20, 1922. Ruth is appearing at a local 
theater.

an address by H. L. Call of thé Mon­
arch Lumber company on the subject 
of lumber and lumbering. 

The meal was a reversion to type 
and C. J. Bresee, president of the club, 
observed that the diners reverted along 
with it. He stood on a stump at the 
head table and presided with a double-
bitted ax while a fat cook, in be-floured 
pants and a white cap, poured coffee 
from a three-gallon pot. If you wanted 
bread you cut it yourself and if you 
wanted butter, you called for the 
"salve." You helped yourself to spuds 
and ..beans with a ladle from a 10-quart 
pan and you cut your pie with a bolo, 
if there was any left. 

Tune on Tinware 
Protruding from the forward pocket 

of the fat cook was a a bottle of some­
thing, which Deputy Sheriff Jack 
Abrains presently seized. The bottle 
had no "bfead," until Leonard Diehl 
turned into it a half pint of vinegar. 
Those who wanted water served them­
selves from a bucket over by the fire­
place. The club's songs were sung to 
an accompaniment of cast-iron brought 
into violent contact with tinware.

circulation and put into tax exempt 
securities." , 

Transportation costs compose an­
other serious obstacle in the way of 
cheaper lumber, the speaker declared. 
The cost of production will remain in­
definitely at. about the present figure, 
and reduction of the cost to the con­
sumer can only be realized through 
lower freight rates, he said. 

Transportation Half of Cost 
"The average cost of transporting 

lumber is equal to the total cost of 
logging, milling, loading and all other 
operations preceding the delivery on 
board the cars," he stated. "The ex­
pense of mouths of work is equalled 
during the 10 days it usually takes to 
deliver an order of lumber. Lumber is 
indestructable; it can be left standing 
on sidings; weather cannot harm it, but. 
it takes a comparatively higher freight 
rate than silk. Except the metals, it 
is the heaviest freight transported, and 
the rate ranges from 50 to 82 cents a 
hundred pounds. The average weight 
of 1,000 feet of lumber is from 2,500 
to 2,800 pounds, and the cheapest rate 
brings the transportation cost to at 
least $12.50 a thousand." 

Lumber, he said, is taxed every year 
before it is cut, and in 20 years the 
average total of taxes doubles the value 
of the timber. Demand for lower lum­
ber prices could well be accompanied 
by consent to tax lumber after it is cut, 
Air. Call declared. He reviewed the 
history of the lumber industry in the 
United States and gave a description of 
the typical lumber camp on the west 
coast. 

Some Whopper Stories 
Joe Townsend of the Montana Farm­

er was reminded by his environment of 
a time when he worked in an Idaho 
lumber camp, where he knew Paul 
Bunion. But for Paul and his blue ox 
he stated, east Montana and the Dako­
tas would still be timbered. One of the 
first exploits of the ox was that of 
drinking from the upper reaches of the 
Missouri river until the water reversed 
itself and brought back an est rayed 
shipment of logs. A crowd was once 
nine days flying over one of Paul's 
camps. His payroll was so huge that 
in one winter nine barrels of ink were 
saved by Paul's decision to no longer 
cross his t's or dot his i's. Six, four-
horse teams each morning hauled the 
egg shells away from the kitchen and 
a single blast of Paul's dinner horn 
tore down a section of standing timber. 

Trees, said Mr. Townsend, grew very 
fast m those days. Paul's men found 
it impossible generally to fall a tree 
because they couldn't strike twice in 
the same place, but the boss would 
drop any tree with a single blow. Paul 
waded a river one day and shook 50 
pounds of fish from either boot when 
he reached the other side. 

Helped Dig Puget Sound 
It has always been presumed," 

said the speaker, "that Bill I'uget due 
the Puget sound," but the fact is he 
had some help. On the spring of the 
warm frosts Paul and his blue ox 
put m some time out there, and the 
ridges you see along the west coast 
are where the ox got mired.

LOOK TO PEACE 
AS GREAT HELP 

FOR BUSINESS 
S. S. Ford Says Arms Parley 

Considered Means of Re­
storing Normal Conditions. 

Termination of the Washington con­
ference on the proposed limitation of 
armaments along lines that will con­
vince the world that material progress 
has been made towards establishing 
permanent pence between nations will 
operate as a tremendous business stim­
ulant in the United States, in the opin­
ion of S. S. Ford, vice president of the 
Great Falls National bank, who re­
turned Monday from a stay of several 
weeks in the Twin Cities, Chicago and 
other eastern cities. 

Probability of continued peace would 
release money for loaning to Euro­
pean industries that would, their activ­
ities enlarged, consume a much greater 
volume of American commodities. Mr. 
Ford quotes eastern students of the 
situation as saying. 

Would Restore Foregn Trade 
"It is possible to obtain in the east 

a very clear idea of the importance 
attached to the conference by business 
men," said Mr. Ford. "It is looked 
upon as a medium through whhich con­
ditions would be given a great impetus 
towards normal, if it terminates suc­
cessfully, and the reasoning followed 
would appear to be justified by what 
can be observed. The United States 
has ,ta great portion of the surplus 
money of the world, and nobody to 
loan it to. With the probability of 
war eliminated, American money would 
go to Europe in immense sums for use 
in the nidustries, which is much the 
same as saying that the former de­
mand for American goods would be 
largely restored and foreign trade re-

med. 
"Improvement of international trade 

would follow, in the opinion of east­
ern business men, and a great cause 
for the business depression in Amer­
ica would be removed. From the view­
point of the business man, as well as 
from the promoters of peace, the arms 
conference is perhaps not outranked 
in importance by anything occupying 
the public mind in the world today." 

End of Depression Nearing 
Mr. Ford stated that he returned 

from the east feeling more optimistic 
than he had expected. The east is 
looking for better times, and considers 
that the worst of the depression is 
well passed. Much building is under 
way in Minneapolis and Chicago. Call 
money is low and bond prices are high, 
a conditions that usually marks the 
end of a business depression. 

"Montana occupies a good position 
In the opinion of the east," said Mr. 
Ford. "The faith of former years in 
Montana is still apparent and they be­
lieve that conditions here, as else­
where, are but temporary. The state's 
oil fields have given her much favor­
able publicity. Many people are inter­
ested in Montana as a prospective oil 
state." 

Stock Sales Go Big 
Mr. Ford attended a portion of the 

first day of the Hereford sales at the 
Chicago Internationaljgtock show and 
witnessed what he declared was the 
most successful sale since the begin­
ning of the business depression. He 
saw 29 head of Herefords sold at an 
average of $1,115 a head, and the dav 
before a "remarkable" sale of Short­
horns was conducted. 

Mr. Ford was at Rochester, Minn., 
with Mrs. Ford and their little daugh­
ter, and while there saw Judge W. B. 
Rhoades, who recently underwent an 
operation at the May0 clinic. Judge 
Rhoades is rapidly recovering from his 
ailment, he stated, and will return to 
Great Falls within the next two weeks. 

Commenting on the eastern view of 
the copper market Mr. Ford said there 
is a prevailing opinion the demand 
for this metal and zinc is improving, 
and that production will be resumed at 
no great distant date.
