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GRIDIRON CLUB HOST
TO WORLD NOTABLES
AT ANNUAL DINNER

Washington Newspaper Men Entertain Foreign
Scribes and Diplomats; Harding and

Hughes Give

Short Talks.

Washington, Dec. 11.—The Gridiron club, oldest organiza-
tion of Washington correspondents, Saturday night gave what
probably will be acknowledged its most notable dinner.

About its table were brought together all the great world
figures at the arms conference and almost as many world
notables as were gathered at the conference of Versailles.

President Harding, Vice President
Coolidge, the cabinet, practically all
the resident diplomatic corps, the
principal delegates attending the arms
conference, members of congress, cap-
tains of finance and industry and news-
papermen from all over the world were
guests,

Many Notables Present

Someone described the dinner as a
rlennry session of the men who really
hold in their hands the forces and
powers which are actuating the chief
nations at the Washington conference.
But unlike a plenary session of the
arms canference, this one was stricily
closed, rather than open, for it is the
rule that reporters never are present
at a Gridiron eclub dinner. Under this
pledge of coofidence the national &g-
ures present delivered notably frank
and informing speeches.

The entertainment wes attuned to
the international character of the
gathering. In treating the arms con-
ference the club for once abandoned its
usual method of satire, wit and humor
and dealt with the subject in a thor-
oughly dignified and respectful fashion.
The keynote of the proceedings was
sounded when the guests and members
were addressed at the opening as fol-
lows:

The Five Powers

“Five great powers, meeting here
in Washington, have achieved in a
month’s time more than sll the world
achieved for disarmament in a quarter
of u century of aspiration and effort.
To these five powers the Gridiron
club tonight pays homage. We feel
that it is fitting for us to look upon
five symbols which represent those
powers, banded in common cause,
whose work here is translating the
great vision into fact. The symbols
we shall show you are not those of war,
but of peace. Tonight they stand to-
gether as closely bound by ties of
brotherhood as they were in the day
of the world tragedy. We ask you,
gentlemen, to look upon them.”

One by one, the silken banners of
Japan, Italy, France, Great Britain
and the United States were bomme into
the room, each by a bearer attired in
the military uniform of the country
represented and each heralded by the
national anthem of that country,
played by the marine band. Every

flag was received with all present
standing. When the five had been |

grouped, it was announced:

“To these five flags, united in the |

task that a barrier against war shall
be built high and strong and imperish-
tlublo. the Gridiron club offers its sa-
ute.”

To the music of “The Star Spangled
Banner,” the flags were marched off
and the guaiety of the evening began.

From that point, however, the en-
tertainment was of the usual Gridiron
brand, with “take-offs” on current
situations and subjects.

Latest News Furnished

A wireless appartus ticked off mes-
sages from “The good ship Normalcy,"”
giving a variety of report. “No bars”
were reported from around Milwau-
kee and St. Louis; “Ethiopian—no
equinoxial storms” were reported in
the vicinity of Birmingham; at one
time “Chief Engineer George Harvey'
was rocking the boat.

At a book stall in the dining room,
was offered among others H. G. Wells,
“Qutline of History.” The author,
one of the guests, was described as
“the only man who ever wrote a his-
toric account of pre-historic times.”
James P. Tumuity's literary efforts
did not escape and he was described
as knowing his business better than
Boswell. Mr. Wells, Mr. Tumulty and
H. Wickham Steed of the ILondon
Times were called to their feet to
make acknowledgements as their works
were referred to.

Federal taxation furnished its share
of jokes, It was remarked that the
house and senate had declined to “ap-
ply the tax on gas wells'" to them-

selves.

A take off on the Ku Klux Klan was

presented when several hooded, white
robed, figures mounted on hobby
horses, galloped in and initiated Rob-
ert M’'Ginter. Washington correspond-
ent of the Pittsburgh Gazette Times
as a member.
At one stage a large key was found
in the dining room, having a large tag
attached, bearing this inseription:
“Key to the back door of the League
of Nations. To be slipped in the poe-
ket of Secretary Hughes when “he is
not looking. Signed: Lloyd George.”

A messenger who conferred with
Secretary Hughes as to whether he
wished to accept the key announced
that Mr. Hughes “declines the key and
gives wvotice that he has all his pockets
sewed ll‘]!."

Chief Justice Taft, always a favorite
with the club, got a demonstration all
his own when he was sung to his feet
with a ditty from the Gridiron club’s
singers, intitled “Look for the Silver
Lining.”

The only toast ever drank at a Grid-
iron club dinner is to the President of
the United States. The dinner closed
with Mr. Harding's speech, which, of
course, was not reported.
