New York, Dec. 19.—The supreme
court for the third time ruled that the
rohibition amendment is valid. An ex-
ension of the somewhat reactionary
tendency which developed on Saturday
was In evidence during the greater part
of today's turnover althoug rices on
the whgle held steady. Profit taking
made {t$appearance in several depart-
ments of the list but these were ab-
sorbed In rather impressive fashion.
Forelgn exchange was again a ulran‘
feature today, sterling getting wel
above the $4.20 figure and other Euro-
peans currencies were sympathetically
strong. Copper sales are reported in
good volume and the outlook in this line
of endeavor seems to be brighter than
for some time past. We do not look
for any material extension of the reac-
tionary tendenmcy and therefore favor
urchases on declines with the expec-
ation that prices will shortly resumse
their upward swing.—Logan & Bryan.
