Will Not Have to Wait Long, Reduction Works
Manager Says at Anaconda; Butte-Super-
ior Zinc Ore Coming to Falls, Report.

While a definite date has not been
set for the opening of the Anaconda
and Great Falls smelters of the Ana-
ronda Copper Mining company, it is
announced by Frederick Laist, general
mangger of the compuany's reduction
department, following his return from
New York, that resumption of opera-
tions is mot  far distant. Manager
Laist made the announcement in an
address before the Anaconda Rotary
club.

“I eannot announce any definite date
for resumption, but I wish to assure
Lou that it is not far off,” Mr. Laist

quoted as saying.

Mr. Laist described the deal by
which the Anaconda aequired the
American Brass company and asserted
that the acquisition means much pros-

rity for Butte, Anaconda and Great |

alls, It will stabilize business condi- |
tions and place the copper industry on'!
a secure foundation in these places.
He stated that the American Brass
company is the largest brass manu-
facturing concern in the United States,
producing about 40 per cent of the
country's output.

Business Conditions Better

On his last preceding visit to New
York Mr. Laist found a general feeling
of business depression, but he stated |
that there has been a pronounced |
change for the better. A general tone
of optimism prevails and while busi-|
ness stagnution still exists to an ex-|
tent; the crisis has been passed, im-|
provement Las begun and hopefulness|
and cheerfulness are geuerally prev-
alent.

Mr. Laist referred in his address to|
the Anaconda’'s contemplated entry
into the manufacture of copper roof-
ing, a feature of the copper industry
which has recently attracted much at-
tention. Through the perfection of a
coloring process the company believes
that it bas fully developed the roof-
