The judge then order­
ed the jury locked up for the night 
with instructions to resume delibera­
tions not later than 0 o'clock Monday 
morning. 

In accordance to law. Burcb was 
brought into court when the judge 
questioned the jury.

He glanced briefly at 
District Attorney Woohvine and hast­
ily turned his head away.

Come Back for Information

up for the night, the jury returned 
again to the room adjoining the court 
and it was announced it had the privi­
lege of remaining there until 10 o'clock 
if it chose. 

After issuing instructions as to lock­
ing up the jury, the judge left the 
courtroom. A short time later the 
jury called the bailiff and notified him ] 
it wanted to ask the judge for further j 
instructions.

Washington. Jan. 15.—Declaring anew his confidence in the 
'•vitality of the League of Nations." former President Wilson Sunday 
warned an impromptu gathering at his home that those who opposed 
the league would have to "look out for themselves." 

A motion made by a man in the aud!ence at a meeting of the 
Woodrow Wilson foundation that those present pay their respects to 
the former president led to a pilgrimage of several thousand admirers 
and friends Mr. Wilson through two miles of slushy streets to his 
residence. There the crowd increased and resolved itself into an 
enthusiastic demonstration. 

Mr. Wilson's remarks were in reply to Samuel Gompers who, 
acting as spokesman, had declared that the crowd's presence offered 
proof that the League of Nations was not dead. 

"I need hardly to tell you how such a demonstration of friend­
ship and confidence makes me feel." Mr. Wilson replied. "There can 
be no doubt of the vitality of the League of Nations. It will take 
care of itself and those who do not regard it will have to look out 
for themselves. I have no anxiety for it. My only anxiety is to 
see our great people turn their faces in the right direction and 
move with all their force. I thank you for ail this. I don't deserve 
it, but I enjoy it, nevertheless." 

The former president was assisted to the door by Mrs. Wilson, 
who shared with him the plaudits of the crowd. 

Mr. Wilson's voice, while lacking the volume of his more vigorous 
days, was strong enough to carry to most of those who jammed the 
street. At one point, when the cheers became especially vociferous, 
Mr. Wilson made a motion as though he intonded to walk down the 
steps and shake hands with those nearest, but he was restrained 
by Mrs. Wilson. 

The march to the house was led by Senators Walsh, of Montana; 
Fletcher, of Florida; and Harris, of Georgia.

LAST MATCH SAVES CREW 
LASHED TO HATCH OF WRECK 

New York, Jan. 15.—Without food and water for two days and 
during that time lashed to the cabin hatch of their water-logged 
craft to prevent them being washed overboard, Captain V. M. Cole 
and seven members of the crew of the American schooner James M. 
W. Hall, arrived Sunday on the steamship West Canon, which rescued 
them 250 miles southeast of Cape May, N. J. 

Virtually abandoning hope of being picked up alive, the ship­
wrecked crew used its remaining dry match Friday night to set fire 
to the dishpan of gasoline In a last desperate attempt to make 
known its' plight. The flare was seen from the West Canon, which 
rescued the men, who were suffering from cold and hunger. 

The schooner, which left Charleston, S. C.. for Boston, January 
5. with a cargo of lumber, was abandoned. She registered 491 tons. 
When conditions became bad on the endangered ship the captain 
ordered ail men to lash themselves to the hatch of the cabin. Except 
for brief intervals when a man would risk the fury of the seas to 
send up distress signals, they remained that way for two days and 
nights without food or drink.

Red Bank, N. J., Jan. 15—A 
runaway airplane, starting from 
the ice, crashed into a crowd of 
several hundred skaters on the 
Shrewsbury river Sunday, killed 
Mrs. Anna C. E. Hounihan, sev­
ered the right arm of her brother, 
Lawrence Conley. and slightly in­
jured many others.

Jena. The proprietor complied and 
the couch was carried away. 

Washington, Jan. 15.—Govern­
ment financial operations since 
the country's entrance into the 
war involved more than 200 bil­
lion doilars, according to figures 
compiled fcy the treasury on the 
basis of dai;y statements from 
April 6. 1917, to December 31, 
1921. 

This stupendous sum consisted 
of receipts, both ordinary and 
public debt, of more than $99,-
000.000,000 balanced against dis­
bursements of both classes, of a 
like total. Starting on the eve 
of the war, April 5. »917, with a 
net balance in the general fund of 
$92,000,000, receipts, exclusive of 
principal of public debt, from 
April 6, 1917, to December 31, 
1921, totalled $24.018,000,000 
whiie public debt receipts amount­
ed to $75,643,000,000. 

Disbursements, exclusive of 
public debt, aggregated $45,785,-
000.000, while public debt dis­
bursements totalled $53.481 
000.000 and last December 31 the 
net belance in the general fund 
was $488.000,000. 

For the war period, the excess 
of disbursements, exclusive of 
principal of the public debt, over 
receipts of the same class, was 
$24.000,000.000. Over the same 
period, the gross debt increased 
by $22.000.000.000. from $1,-
000,000,000 on April 5, 1917, to 
$23.000,000.000 last December 31. 
Exclusive of foreign loans of 
$9.597.000,000, ordinary disburse­
ments of the government from 
April 6. 1917, to the end of 1921, 
aggregated $36,187,00,000, these 
expenditures amounting to $330,-
000.000 from April 6. 1917, to 
Juno 30, 1917; $7,958,000.000 for 
the fiscal year of 1918; $15,-
035.000.000 for the fiscal year of 
1919; $5,982,000,000 for the fiscal 
year of 1920: $5.042.000,000 for 
the fiscal year 1921; and $1 
837.000,000 from July I to

Refuses to Resign on 

, Demand of Governor 

Moscow, Jan. 15.—(By the Associ­
ated Press.)—"Until Russia knows 
what assistance foreign powers will 
give toward her reconstruction, it is 
impossible to make a statement about 
the payment of foreign debts." said 
Maxim Litviuoff, chief of the soviet 
legations abroad. 

"Russia nowT is unable to pay and 
cannot estimate her ability to pay in 
the future unless she learns what out­
side financial help she will receive. 
That is a matter for negotiation." 

Iiis statement was virtually a reiter­
ation of what Leon Trotzky. Leonid 
Krassin and other soviet leaders said 
prior to being informed of the invita­
tion to the Genoa conference. 

Litvinoff added that Genoa was an [ 
undesirable location for a conference. ' 
because of the inadequate facilities for 
telegraphic or wireless communication 
with Moscow. Furthermore, he said, 
Italy had not been able to protect the 
soviet representatives in that country 
from attacks.
