the time being the general trade im­
provement recorded. In addition, many 
eleventh hour bulls have shown an In­
creasing interest on the advancing side 
of prices of late and there is no doubt 
but that interests which accumulated 
stocks at lower prices last year have 
been distributing holdings on a scale-
up. The technical position of the mar­
ket, therefore, does not seem to be quite 
as firm as was the case a while ago.—
