NEW YORK'S ENOCH ARDEN LAW 

New York City,  June 22.—Albany 
which is  usual ly  qui te  over-shadowed 
by the dazzl ing personal i ty  of  i t s  s is ter .  
New York City,  has  recent ly  acquired 
a  br i l l iant  fame ai l  i t s  own.  I t  is  the 
home of  the  new Enoch Arden divorce 
law.  

As such,  i t  i s  a t t ract ing rauch a t ­
tent ion,  dis t inct ly  f la t ter ing to  one 
whose importance has  a t  t imes been 
s l ighted.  People  who never  heard of  
Albany before  know of  i ts  exis tence 
now. The desks of  off ic ia ls  are  pi led 
high dai ly  l ike thos« of  movie s tars ,  
with le t ters  f rom enthusiast ic  divorce 
fans  ai l  over  the country,  eager  to  
know if  their  matr imonial  s ta tus  may 
he ended under  the new s ta tute ,  which 
makes f ive years '  absence a  second 
ground for  divorce in  the s ta te  of  New-
York.  

These le t ters  are  wri t ten upon al l  
sor ts  of  s ta t ionery,  f rom the elaborate ,  
monogrnmmed and faint ly  scented kind 
to  the cheap scratch-pad var ie ty .  
About  f ive out  of  every s ix  are  from 
women,  showing that  the male sex is  
more incl ined to  leave home and for­
get  to  send a  forwarding address  than

The husband,  s t i l l  l iving in  Canada,  
wants  to  know if  under  the new law 
he can obtain a  divorce.
