RAILROAD CONSOLIDA-
TION

SOME YEARS ago the federal
government L and the federal
courts sought to break up railroad
mergers and consolidations, and
did so in several notable instances.
When they took over the railroads
from their private owners and op-
erated these roads themselves they
soon learned that such consclida-
tions served the public interest by
giving increased efficiency, better
serrice; and possibility of lower
rates. Therefore when congress
pas=ed the new railroad transpor-
tation law in February, 1920, under
which the railroads passed from
pub:ic operation back into private
con rol they provided in section
407 of that act that “The interstate
com merce; commission shall as soon
as practitable prepare and adopt a
plan for the consolidation of the
continental railroad properties of
the Unit®i States -into a limited
number of systems. In the divis-
ion of such railways into such sys-
tems under such plané. competition
shail be preserved as fully as pos-
sible and wherever practicable the
existing -routes and channels of
trade and commerce shall be main-
tained.”

Acting under this clause the in-
terstate commerce commission re-
cently proposed ‘that. the country
should. be divided into 19 systems.
