1 will avail myself of this opportunity to
say t hat if w e are culled rebels, we ought not
to subscribe to the appellation. I hope that
it is not inconsistent with the new allegi-
ance to which we have consented, to remark
that the late war was not a rebellion, in the
ordinary sense of the word. The world had
heard before of the rebellion of subjects
against their governments, of provinces
against the empire of w hich they were a
part, of colonies against their metropolis, of
the vanquished against the conqnerer, butnever of the rebellion of sovereign and in-
dependent States against the confederacyWblCU tliey bail .ic,l. T1U iu .micllil..I,new under the sun, to which our minds can-
not easilv be reconciled. Besides as repub-
licans of the old, if not the black school, as
democrats we may be permitted to have
some repugnance, for the use of a word
w hich we shall prove to be of monarchical
origin. Let us go back to the first republic
of which we have-an- history, to tho Repuli-lir- s

of Greece. They had also their intestine
dissensions. One party would seize power
and drive its opponent into c xile.or put them
to death and conliseate their property. We
iind them applying to each other the Words,
traitor, enemy, parricide, etc., but rebel,uver. Between Greek and Greek there
could be;t reason aud enmity but no rebel-
lion. Rebellion implies inferiority on one
side, and superiority on the other; allegi-
ance on ono side, and sovereignty on the
other which could not be among the
Greeks, as they were all equal and sov-
ereigns. It was the same with Rome. Iu
the whole history of the Roman Republic,
the word rebel is not once applied to a Ro-
man citizen. When the first secession of
which we have any knowledge took place
among them, when the people the ple-
beians seceded from the patricians, and re-
tired to Mount Areutine: they were not
called rebels. When Coriolauus put him-
self at the head of the Volsci aud marched
against Rome, he was not outlawed as a
rebel by tho Roman Senate. They denounced
him merely as an enemy. When he ap-
peared before the walls of his native city,
which he had doomed to destruction, when
he had scornfully rejected the supplications
of his patricianjfriends, aud the submission
of the repentant plebeians who had offend-
ed him, when ho had treated in tho same
couteuiptnous manner the majesty of the
gods represented by the priests and by the
vestals, there came his mother. We have on
record the speech which she addressed to him.
She calls him ho.ilin enemy; she calls him
parricide, but rebel, no; uil let us not forget
that, if he was a rebel, nevertheless the tto-m-

matrons, when he died, went into
mourning for a w hole year. In the protract-ed struggles between Marins and Sy'la, so
celebrated for their tables of reciprocal pro-
scription, the party who happened to repre-sent the government for the time being, nev-
er dreamed that their opponent were rebels.
Cicero exhausts against Cataline the vocab-
ulary of epithets, but omits the word rebel,which is not even found in any of his manyworks. When C;esar crossed" the Rubicon,the Roman Senate declared that there was,not rebellion, but tumnllus in urban tumult.
The fact is. that accoiding to Roman ideas,a Roman could not be a lebel. He could
be gui'iy of 6(.(0, iumullus iiuurrectio, but
no r ,' ?,',. Romans were all equals. Theydid not owe allegiance to each other. There
was no rebellion between Cassius aud Bru-t.i- s

Crafty, cautious, yet bold,a;:d unscrupulous
as Loyola's diciplcs,th"se lueu would drench
the laud in blood, subvert the liberties of
the people, overthrow all constitutional
restraints and make a human Etna of th. ir
coiiHtitutects to attain their ends. Their de-

feat depends upon Otie, and only one, fact.
Does the hpiiit of liberty yet Hi e among our

people ? Is it dead or does it but Meep If
dead, no hope is left. If it but sleeps, it
will yet rise in its giant mi "lit
and shako oil' this terrible hydra of
faction as a lion the dew from Lis mano.

Faction often Assume the garb of liberty,
aud in it disguise it seduces the affect ious
ami w ins the contidenoe of the people. But
success compels the casting aside of the
mask and when its hideousuess is displayed
there occurs a revulsion of filling in which
is foreshadowed the fato of the monster.

Turning to English history, if we refer to
the reign of King John, we will fmd that
the Magna C';irta, the great chart ol'Engli.sh
liberty, was wrung by one mighty effort of
the snirit of libeitr directing the aims of
the yeomanry of the land. Oppression and
faction had so long held their own way that
liberty was regarded as dead. So long as
the Roman Senate maintained the dignity
of their high trust and legislated for the

people, o long did wisdom prevail, justice
remain pure and goodness and power ani-

mate and distinguish the Roman world.
Faction gradually introduced its measures,
gained intluence and strength, and lulled
softly to ulerp the spirit of liberty. The
state was then torn with dissensions. An-

archy prevailed. Ruin threatened the
whole Uoman state and chaos usurped
order. This political earthiUake aroused
the spirit of liberty from her sleep: armed
with the indignation of a betrayed people
the millions of faction were hurled from

their places. This spirit liually died. From
that hour commenced the downfall of Rome.

This spirit lives w ith the people, breathes
in their everyai tion, speaks in their every
'movement and is heard in their every shout.
Can you not ice it, now ? I)oea it show signs
of animation ? or is it strangled by faction ?

Its existence depends upon the people. Its
manifestation is shown by their acts. A

leader has appeared who will direct it in

right paths. Let tho people arouse from
their lethargy, shake tho dew from the

spirit where it has laid overnight and mar-

shal their forces under the banner of con-

stitutional liberty. May the result prove
that this spirit of liberty is not dead but

sleepeth.

These
proceedings, however, did not delay the
public business an hour, for Judge Cothran,
immediately after taking his seat on the
bench, appointed Major Win. Peery, Sheriff,
and Mr. Kichard Noleii, Clerk, and proceed-
ed to business as if uothtug uncommon had
taken place. This was matter of astonish-
ment to those who thus attempted to in-
terfere with the Administration of public
justice.

The pretext for tliis high-hande- d move-
ment, was sympathy with the people on ac-
count of the ouerous aggregate of ind'bted-nes- s

for which it was said they would be
pressed if regular judicial proceedings
should go on; but it is shrewdly suspected
by some acquainted with the singular state
of things in that county, that it was an at-
tempt by certain Ferte gentry w ho appre-
hended some awkward'revel.itiona from the
Grand Jury, based upon suudry ugly acts
of plundering practiced upon defenceless
people just after the surrender. This notion
was strengthened by the observation that
there were few in the assailing crowd w ho
had ejver been permit W to get very deeplyiu debt to prudent business men. Be that as
it might, thre were some of the worst
cowed people on th public square of Greens-
boro', hist Monday, that we have seen in
many a day, and the orderly portion of the
citizeus evidently considered the result a
decided triumph of law and order over the
somewhat notorious Ferjce partv of that
county Grenada Gazette, Murch 31st.
