A few weecks ago we showed, from the
text of the Constitution, that the denial
of representution to the States of 1the South
bhad destroyed the congressional chariacter
of the assemblages sitting in the chambers
of the Federal Cougresa.  IF any formulary
cnn be hold necessary Lo t'ulnpl:-.h.' the ab-
solute right of representation gharantied
the States of the South in the letter and
spirit of the fundamental law, we presume
the loosest believer in the vights of the
States mnst eonfess that that formulary huas
been supplied in the Président’s proclama-
tion of peace. Peace declared n!l'l"m!l} Lo
reign from one end of the country to the
other, the States declured officially to be
all, except Texas, completely restored to
their original relations to the Federal Goy-
ernment, the exclusion of eleven States
from representation by » tymunical major-
ity, is an act of revolution, which has pliin-
Iy stripped the men ¢committing it of all au-
thority in constitutional law.

Radical journalg have, in their recent at-
tacks on Mr. Johnson, stated, in terms of o
cusation, that he contemplates “convening
another Congress.” Our own Wushington
vorrespondent has referred to such an inten-
tion on the part of the President, and in
Windnesdas's News hints st some measure of
the sume charwcter, when he stutes thai “Mr.
Johnson iz determined to follow out this
principle to its legitimate conclusion; and
to see to it that the Southern States are no
longer aluPrit'ed of their rights by a factious
m:ﬁ:rit_v.’ The course indicated in those
words would, it istrue, be one of appavent
boldness ; hut no man ever yet has proved
himself able to grupple with revolution who
did not dare to be bold even to daring, Mr.
Thaddens Stevens is bold ;: Mr. Charles Su.
neris bold: Radicalism, in every instinet of
its soul, is bold : and men may abandon all
present hope of dealing with it from the mo-
ment at which Mr. Andrew Johnson shrinks
from advancing to its overthrow with the
courage of Cromwell.
