1 'mrpHE above col Represents three of the
X Button and three of the Buckle Tie aa they ap- -

nesr on a hale nf cotton.
The hoop for the bntton is punched with two

holes at one end and fifteen at the other. Tbe band
ha only to be drawn tight, the hole in the two enda
to be brought together. the two bole end on top
and the bntton inserted. One bntton will answer,
but it is better to insert two.

With the Buckle Tie, one end of the hoop is fas-

tened to one section of tbe Buckle, the other end is
inserted in the other section, and simply shoved
through it nnder the other end as long as there is
anv slack. A bite on the buckle bolda it securely to
to its place.

Tbe hoops are painted to prevent rust, and cut in
length ot HI, li ana 11 teet. ten leet are most gen-
erally nsed, but 14 and 11 are sometime required
for large bales. Tbe bnckles are fastened to the
hoops, the buttons will be put np in small boxes.
