When its history is written
in the year A. D. 1390, the wisdom and the
benevolence of the unhooping can be better
Judged of than at present. We now must
consider what is due to ourselves in the al-
tered condition of our domestic affairs. And
viewing their past and their future, what is
due to the colored people among us.

In regard to ourselves, we must accept, as
at the hands of Providence, the new condi-
tion of things with calmness and a resolute
purpose to re-create and re-organize labor,
industry and prosperity. Foreign labor we
must have. The negro is still the natural
tiller of the soil: 50 we must take him as the
war left him, and as we find him. He 1s now
the architeet of his own fortune. For his
labor he will be paid fixed wages. He will
come in contact with the worst class of white
men, who will take every advantage of his
ignorance, credulousness and prejudice, to
defrand and mislead him. Nothing bat enl-
tivation in the line of things where his
greatest necessities will meet these opposing
elements, can in any good degree insare his
enjoyment of the fruits of his labor. All
good persons, all brave and mignanimous
men will from habit, former long standing
and friendly relations, and because it is pro-
per, just, and right in itself, endeavor to pro-
mote the enlightenment, improve the charac-
ter, and cultivate the friendship of the col-
ored man, and will eontribute all the aid
aud intluence in his power to protect him,
alike against the rapacity of the Southern
cormorant and the ferocity of the Northern
wolf.

We have expended usnknown treasures in |
gold, as well as the incalenlable toils of many
weary years in bringing the people up from
the gloom fand guilt of the Fetich forvest
idolatry, serpent worship, and the Obeah su-
perstition of their native lands, to their pre-
sent elementary attainments in the religion
of Christ, and the adoration of the triune God,
There is now great danger of their relapsing
into those heathenish barbarisms.

But if christian people will address them-
selves to the task of teaching the children,
the evil may be arrested.
