During the past year it earned
more than 814,000,000, and has paid
more than %1,500,000 in dividends out
of the net earnings of over 82,000,000,
In thirteen vears its earnings by
passengers, freight, and from other
sources, are stated at $117,000,000,
the column of yearly increase footing
up over 89,000,000 against a slight de-
crease of little more than $1,500,000.
The capital stock of the company is
$24,801,000,

hoop for the button is punched with two
holes at one end and fifteen at the other. The band
has only to be drawn tight, the holes in the two ends
to bs brought together,—the two hole end on top—
and the batton inserted. One button will answer,
but it is better to insert two.

With the Buckle Tie, one end of the hoop is fas-
tened to one section of the Buckle, the other end is
inserted in the other section, and simply shoved
through it under the other end as long as there is
any slack. A bite on the buckle hnlds it securely to
to its place,

The hoopsare painted to prevent rust, and cut in
le:;ftha of 10, 104 and 1 feet. Ten feet are most gen-
erally used, but 10 and 11 are sometimes required
for large bales. The buckles are fastened to the
hoops, the buttons will be put up in small boxes.

T he Weight is About 10 Pounds to the Bale of
Cotton.

The advantages of iron over rope for baling cotton
are now universally acknowledged. It holds the
bale in a much smaller compass; is applied and fas-
tened with as much facilify, both in the country
Freasing and the re-compressing at the sea ports;
essens immensely the risk from fire; is atronger,
and its strength is not impaired by time and expo-
sure us is that of rope. This last advantage haa
seed st ikingly manifested during the war. Thou-
bands ef bales of Cotton have been lost by the rot-
ting and breaking of Rope which could have been
g)rasarved if Iron hoops had been used. In addition

this, it can be furnished cheaper than Rope. The
derangement of labor in the hemp growing ~tates
has reduced the supply of hemp to such an extent
as to cause prices to rule nnprecedently high: in-
deed asuificiency for baling a moderate cotton crop,
cannot be relied on at any price.
