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Bureau have been instructed to urge upon
the freedmen the absolute necessity of ab-
staining from armed demonstrations, that
they will be protected in all their rights,
bat that they must not seek redress by force
of violence.

In order to avoid as far as possible bring-
ing the races in collision with each other, I
have advised that whenever practicablethe posse summoned to assist in an arrest
shall be of the same race as the person ar-
rested.

as Assistant Commissioner Bureau of Refu-

gees, Freedmen aud Abanuoned Lands for
this State, to ropreseut to you the present
condition of the freedmen and planters, and
their prospects lor the future.

At the close of the war, cotton, heretofore
the great staple of the South, commanded
what was considered an enormous price, say
from forty to sixty cents per pound, the re-su-it

ot" which was to cause a large amount
of capital from the North to be invested in
the production of cotton. Labor, of course
commanded a price comparatively beyond
w hat bad hitherto been known in the plant-
ing and farming districts, ranging from $15
to $viJ per mouth, w ith rations, for first-clas- s

held bauds. The short crop of lebfi dispel-
led the illusion entertained by many capital-
ists of rapidiy accumulating a fortune, and
in many cases, utterly ruined planters and
adventurers, who had invested their all in a
single crop. Yet there was a sufficient num-
ber who regarded their losses as the result
of an exceptional season, added to tbe num-
ber of land holders who determined to risk
the result of another year's planting to
maintain the high rate of wages of the pre-
vious year, aud the contracts, where wages
was the consideration, ranged from $15 to
$20 per month; and where the land was till-
ed on shares, the planters agreed to furnish
the laud, animals, utensil and, in many
oases, (brafre, the freedmen furnishing the
labor In most of these cases, the laborer
having no subsistence and no credit, the
planter agreed to became responsible for the
supplies necessary for the laborer and his
family, the amount to be deducted from the
share of the laboicr when the crops were
gathered.

In consequence of the dry weather and
worms the crop of 1867 has not exceeded
half of what was regarded as an average
crop, and that has not commanded but one-ha- lt

of the price of the previous year, thus
reducing the proceeds to one fourth of what
was anticipated by the planter aud free

as the proceeds of the year's labor.
The result is the financial ruin of the plan-
ter and capitalist and discontent to the la-
borer.

In cases where laborers worked for stated
wages there is bat little complaint or discon-
tent on the part of the freedmen. remunera-
tion having generally been received by the
laborer either in money or supplies, or if not
paid the claim can bo easily established or
adjudicated, and it the planter has the means
the claim can he collected. W here the la-
borer has worked for a share of the crop
endleeS litigatiou has been the consequence.
The laborer being without means, has gener-
ally been furnished the necessary supplies
hy the planter or on his security. On
fathering the crop, it has, in a majority f
cases been ascertained that the share of the
laborer does not pay his indebtedness for
supplies advanced, and instead of receiving
a dividend he is in debt This causes great
discontent and a conviction, perhaps well
founded in some instances, of dishonesty and
false accounts on the part of planters, but
this cannot generally be the case. Instances
have occurred where the planters have en-

tirely abandoned the crop to the laborers,
losing their time, the use of their animals
and implements and the supplies advanced.
Cases have been brought to 1113' attention of
planting where not only the entire crop has
been turned over to the laborers to satisfy
their claims but also the mules aud imple-
ments used in its production. The result of
this condition of affairs is the almost univer-
sal determine! ton of planters to abandon the
culture of cotton, and even if they wished to
proeecnte it another year, it would, I appre-
hend, bo impossible for them to procure
farther advance of the necessary supplies
from any merchant, so prevalent is the con-
viction that cotton cannot be produced at
the present prices

HORRIBLE MSAftTBB.
Over FKj Persons Killed sxutl m

large number Wounded.
Buffalo, Dec. iy. An awful accident .c

curred yesterday afternoon, ou the Lake
Shore Koad, twenty-on- e miles from here,near a place called Angola. The train from
the west, due here at 1:30, to connect with
the train going east, raw oil' the track. One
car was thrown down a bank thirty feet.
The coach burnt up, and some thirty pas
sengers were consumed by the fire. A nother
coach went down a ledge about twenty feet,
and twelve or fourteen passengers were kill-
ed and a number wouuded

As soon as information of the accident
reached Buffalo, word was conveyed to a
number of our physicians, and by 4 o'clock a
number of them had reached the depot, aud,
in company of Win. Williams, President,
and K. N. Brown, Superir.dent, and other
officials of the road, took a train. At live
o'clock the scene of the accident was reach-
ed the bridge crossing the Big Sister creek
about a quarter of a mile east of the villageof Angola.

The train to which the accident happenedas before stated, was the Lake Shore road
New York Express from Cleveland, and due
in this city at 1 :30 o'clock in the afternoon,
but was two hours late, having been de-
tained by a broken bridge on the Cleveland
and Toledo road.

It was composed of three first-clas- s coaches
filled with passengers, a smoking car aud
two bagge cars, aud was under the couduc-torshi- p

ofMr. Frank Sherman, of this city.Silver Creek was the last station Stopped at
prior to the accident, and Angola was passedabout 9 o'clock, the train going, as it is
stated, at a speed of about twenty miles an
hour. From Angola to the bridge over the
Big Sister creek, however, the road is a down
grade, aud it is possible that the train was
goine at a greater speed than that above
when the casualty occurred. Be that as it
may, everything was apparently all rightwhen the bridge was reached, and wLen
the train had crossed about half way over, a
fearful jerk was experienced by those on
board, aud the next moment the rear coach
was detached, and went plunging oft' th-brid- ge

and down the abyss to the ice, a dis
tance of some thirty or forty feet.

The brakes were at once applied, but be-
fore the train could be stopped, the couplingof the second coach had become broken, ami
it too got off the track and rolled down the
embankment, landing on its side at the bot-
tom. So suddenly had all this happenedthat none of the inmates of either of the two
coaches had time to escape, and without a
moments warning, some forty or fifty per-
sons were hurried into tho presence of their
Maker. The scene which was presented to
the eyes of the inmates of ths other cars,
when the traiu was stopped, was a fearful
one. The car which went, over the precipicetook fire instantly, and before any person
could get to it, the dames made rapid head-
way, and in a few moments it was ail ablaze
Tho persons on the spot proceeded to render
all the assistance they could, but only some
four or five persons was saved from the
burning ear.

The remainder, some forty of fifty, men,
womou ami children, were consumed ith
the car. While a portion of the passewgci s
who had escaped injury gave their attention
to the burning car, the balance attended to
the other, which had also been on fir.
Fortunately, the flames in the other instance
were extinguished before they made much
headway, and as speedily as possible the in-

jured, dead, and dying were taken from the
car, and, with the few rescued from the
burning coach, were conveyed to the resi-
dences near at baud. How many perished
in the burning car it is impossible as yet to
say, and probably will not be known for
some time

The place where the first car struck after
being precipitated oft the bridge was difficult
of access, and after rescuing the half dozen

r so persons before the flames had made
much headway, no attempt, was made last
night to disturb the remains of those who
perished iu the burning car. That will be
attended to this morning.

No Southerners were among the killed and
wounded so far as the casualties have been
published.

Collection ok Direct Taxes in
tiie South. Congress suspended,
some time since, the law providing for
the collection of direct taxes at the
South until January. 1868, and the tax
commissioners on duty there, were
dismissed During the past month
many of these commissioners haveap
plied to be reinstated on the 1st of
next month, and others have presented
their petitions to be appointed at that
time. Secretar3' McCulloeh, believing
that the Southern people are not in a
condition to pay their taxes, submitted
the propriety of a further extension
to the House Committee on Ways and
Means. No action was taken on the
subject, but the Secretaoy will not ap-

point an3T tax commissioners, or take
an3" other steps towards the collection
of the tax until the reassembling of
Congress.

'1 he crop of having been gathered, the
freedmen are now idle and without, in a
great majority ol" instances, the means of
support. The is great complaints
from every fleet ioat of the state of depreda-
tions being committed on live stock, hogs,
sheep and cattle. 'I bis is now the condition
of affairs in the State of Mississippi.

Planters are without means, having little
left them except thoir lands. Capitalists be-

yond the limits of the State refuse to make
advances from the unsettled condition of
affairs The freedmen being to a great ex-
tent discontented, refuse to enter into cou
tracts for the coining year. The remedy to
be applied demands most thorough and im-
mediate consideration for the military, eith-
er through the commander of troops or
agents of the Bureau to reach all sections of
the State, to see that all persons able to earn
their support are, compelled to do so, aud
that all those who labor receive compensa-
tion for the game, is simply impossible. The
care of the poor and the duty of seeing that
contracts are faithfully executed devolves
upon local magi st rat es and higher courts.

How far it is safe, uyider the peculiar con-
dition of affairs existing in this State, to
t rust the civil authorities with this duty it
is for you, to whom the act creating this
Distiict intrusts " the security of life aud
property," tojudge. To empower the local
magistrates to errest as vagrants all per-
sons without visible means of support,
would no doubt lead to acta of injustice; but
tin-civi- l authorities being recognized aud
intrusted with the execution of the civil
law, collection of taxes aud the care of the
poor, it would seem to be a necessary conse-
quence that, as a protection to thecommuni-tp- ,

they shall have authority to compel all
who are able to Biipport themselves, and
thus prevent them from becoming a burden
upon the community. To deny the civil au-
thorities tho exercise of this right is to placethe freedmen 'hove the recognized govern-
ment of the State.

It is a matter of very grave doubt whether
in the present condition of affairs, tho civil
authorities, unaided by the military, will be
able to maintain order aud execute the law.
Civil pmcem can only be served in tho ordi-
nal manner, where olfenders are the excep-
tion and the law - sustained by public
opinion: but 111 the present ruined condition
ot labor iii (his State thousands are without
labor, and must subsist; consequently, de-

predation is the rule, aud honesty the excep-
tion, while, ou the other hand, to treat as
vagrants four-fifth- s of the community is sim-
ply impracticable.

But these are matters for your considera-
tion and of the law-makin- g power rather
than for nie, whoso functions are entirely
executive, aud to you I submit the case
merely with the surmise that it will be im-

possible to inaugurate any system for tbe re-

lief of the blacks which is unanimously ap-
proved by tbe whites.

There is another subject worthy of atten-
tion in this connection. There seems to be
a wide-sprea- d belief, which is daily increas-
ing amoug the freedmen. that the laud iu this
State is to be divided and distributed among
them, and in some sectious of the State this
illusion is. a 'suming a practical form by the
freedmen refusing to contract for the next
year, or to leave the premises they have
cultivated this year.

It is feared that this course, induced by
eil disposed advisers.may lead tocollisions,
the extent and result of which it is difficult
to surmise.

I receive almost daily petitions and me-

morials asserting the existence of organized
compauies of freedmen, aud asking the pres-
ence and protection of troops, and although
I am satisfied that these representations are
generally the result of fear and exaggerated
rumors, yet the existence of such organiza-
tions in some sections of the State is certain.
Commanders of troops and agents of the
