Panic at a Theaitre.

CINCINNATI, Feb.5.—During the perform-
ance of the allegory, “Great Republie,” at
Robinson’s Opera House, this afternoon. a
stampede was caused by an alarm of fire
carelessly raised by a mischievious boy in
the galiery. The allegory has been upon
the stage of Robinson’s Opera House for the
ast two nights, under the auspices of the
incinnati  Relief Union. The proceeds
were to be applied to the relief of the suf-
tering poor of this city, The performers,
numbering nearly six hundred children,
were taken from the public schools of the
city.as the object was a worthy one,aud the
children who took part were those of the old
residents of the city. Vast andiences were ¢
present at each presentation of the alle-
gory. The weather this afternoon bleing
propitious, and there being no sessiqns of
the public schools, the matinee audience,
for the most part, was composed of women
and children. At about half-past twe
o'clock, while the great house was denesiy
packed, and the thousands of children
among the audiénce were at the height
of their enjovment, some boy in Lthe
gullery, either through wischief or
ignorauce, raised the ery of fire. The
ery was caught up by some one near
the door. who had seen the flash of a red
light from the stage. The screamsof a
child who had fallen down the steps, and
the crash of a window which had been ac-
cidently broken by a man near the door,
sufficed to raise the panic, and immedi-
ately there was a rush for che doors.
Then «nsued a terrible scene which
taflles description. The people in the rear
mad with fear, pressed upon those in front,
shouting and cursing. Strong men in their
terror struck down the helpless women and
children in front, or climbed over the
heads of the packed multitude to the stair-
case, and precipitated themselves upon the
sereaming mass of women and children
in the hall-way. The scene in and
about the Opera House after the accident
was heart-rending. News of the catastrophe
spread like wild-fire over the city, and from

: ‘| every direction came people hurrying to

the scene until the squares were impassable.
